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An Historical Preface
from the Book of Common Prayer, 1662

T hath been the wisdom of the Church of England, ever since the first
compiling of her Publick Liturgy, to keep the mean between the two
extremes, of too much stiffness in refusing, and of too much easiness in
admitting any variation from it. For, as on the one side common experi-
ence sheweth, that where a change hath been made of things advisedly
established (no evident necessity so requiring) sundry inconveniences
have thereupon ensued; and those many times more and greater than
the evils, that were intended to be remedied by such change: So on the
other side, the particular Forms of Divine worship, and the Rites and
Ceremonies appointed to be used therein, being things in their own
nature indifferent, and alterable, and so acknowledged; it is but reason-
able, that upon weighty and important considerations, according to the
various exigency of times and occasions, such changes and alterations
should be made therein, as to those that are in place of Authority should
from time to time seem either necessary or expedient. Accordingly
we find, that in the Reigns of several Princes of blessed memory since
the Reformation, the Church, upon just and weighty considerations
her thereunto moving, hath yielded to make such alterations in some
particulars, as in their responsive times were thought convenient: Yet
so, as that the main Body and Essentials of it (as well in the chiefest
materials, as in the frame and order thereof) have still continued the
same unto this day, and do yet stand firm and unshaken, notwithstand-
ing all the vain attempts and impetuous assaults made against it, by
such men as are given to change, and have always discovered a greater
regard to their own private fancies and interests, than to that duty they
owe to the publick.

By what undue means, and for what mischievous purposes the use
of the Liturgy (though enjoined by the Laws of the Land, and those
Laws never yet repealed) came, during the late unhappy confusions, to
be discontinued, is too well known to the world, and we are not willing
here to remember. But when, upon His Majesty’s happy Restoration,
it seemed probable, that, amongst other things, the use of the Liturgy
also would return of course (the same having never been legally abol-
ished) unless some timely means were used to prevent it; those men
who under the late usurped powers had made it a great part of their
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business to render the people disaffected thereunto, saw themselves in
point of reputation and interest concerned (unless they would freely
acknowledge themselves to have erred, which such men are very hardly
brought to do) with their utmost endeavours to hinder the restitution
thereof. In order whereunto divers Pamphlets were published against
the Book of Common Prayer, the old Objections mustered up, with the
addition of some new ones, more than formerly had been made, to
make the number swell. In fine, great importunities were used to His
Sacred Majesty, that the said Book might be revised, and such Alterations
therein, and Additions thereunto made, as should be thought requisite
for the ease of tender Consciences: whereunto His Majesty, out of
his pious inclination to give satisfaction (so far as could be reasonably
expected) to all his subjects of what persuasion soever, did graciously
condescend.

In which review we have endeavoured to observe the like modera-
tion, as we find to have been used in the like case in former times. And
therefore of the sundry alterations proposed unto us, we have rejected
all such as were either of dangerous consequence (as secretly striking at
some established doctrine, or laudable practice of the Church of Eng-
land, or indeed of the whole Catholick Church of Christ) or else of no
consequence at all, but utterly frivolous and vain. But such alterations
as were tendered to us, (by what persons, under what pretences, or to
what purpose soever tendered) as seemed to us in any degree requisite
or expedient, we have willingly, and of our own accord assented unto:
not enforced so to do by any strength of Argument, convincing us of
the necessity of making the said Alterations: For we are fully persuaded
in our judgements (and we here profess it to the world) that the Book,
as it stood before established by Law, doth not contain in it any thing
contrary to the Word of God, or to sound Doctrine, or which a godly
man may not with a good Conscience use and submit unto, or which
is not fairly defensible against any that shall oppose the same; if it shall
be allowed such just and favourable construction as in common equity
ought to be allowed to all human Writings, especially such as are set
forth by Authority, and even to the very best translations of the holy
Scripture itself.

Our general aim therefore in this undertaking was, not to gratify this
or that party in any their unreasonable demands; but to do that, which to
our best understandings we conceived might most tend to the preserva-
tion of Peace and Unity in the Church; the procuring of Reverence, and
exciting of Piety and Devotion in the publick Worship of God; and the
cutting off occasion from them that seek occasion of cavil or quarrel
against the Liturgy of the Church. And as to the several variations from
the former Book, whether by Alteration, Addition, or otherwise, it shall
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suffice to give this general account. That most of the Alterations were
made, either first, for the better direction of them that are to officiate
in any part of Divine Service; which is chiefly done in the Calendars and
Rubricks: Or secondly, for the more proper expressing of some words
or phrases of ancient usage in terms more suitable to the language of
the present times, and the clearer explanation of some other words
and phrases, that were either of doubtful signification, or otherwise
liable to misconstruction: Or thirdly, for a more perfect rendering of
such portions of holy Scripture, as are inserted into the Liturgy; which,
in the Epistles and Gospels especially, and in sundry other places, are
now ordered to be read according to the last Translation: and that it
was thought convenient, that some Prayers and Thanksgivings, fitted to
special occasions, should be added in their due places; particularly for
those at Sea, together with an Office for the Baptism of such as are of
Riper Years: which, although not so necessary when the former Book
was compiled, yet by the growth of Anabaptism, through the licentious-
ness of the late times crept in amongst us, is now become necessary,
and may be always useful for the baptizing of Natives in our Plantations,
and others converted to the Faith. If any man, who shall desire a more
particular account of the several Alterations in any part of the Liturgy,
shall take the pains to compare the present Book with the former; we
doubt not but the reason of the change may easily appear.

And having thus endeavoured to discharge our duties in this weighty
affair, as in the sight of God, and to approve our sincerity therein (so
far as lay in us) to the consciences of all men; although we know it
impossible (in such variety of apprehensions, humours and interests,
as are in the world) to please all; nor can expect that men of factious,
peevish, and perverse spirits should be satisfied with any thing that can
be done in this kind by any other than themselves: Yet we have good
hope, that what is here presented, and hath been by the Convocations
of both Provinces with great diligence examined and approved, will
be also well accepted and approved by all sober, peaceable, and truly
conscientious sons of the Church of England.

CONCERNING THE SERVICE OF THE CHURCH

HERE was never any thing by the wit of man so well devised, or

so sure established, which in continuance of time hath not been
corrupted: As, among other things, it may plainly appear by the Com-
mon Prayers in the Church, commonly called Divine Service. The first
original and ground whereof if a man would search out by the ancient
Fathers, he shall find, that the same was not ordained but of a good
purpose, and for a great advancement of godliness. For they so ordered
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the matter, that all the whole Bible (or the greatest part thereof) should
be read over every year; intending thereby, that the Clergy, and especially
such as were Ministers in the congregation, should (by often reading,
and meditation in God’s Word) be stirred up to godliness themselves
and be more able to exhort others by wholesome Doctrine, and to
confute them that were adversaries to the Truth; and further, that the
people (by daily hearing of holy Scripture read in the Church) might
continually profit more and more in the knowledge of God, and be the
more inflamed with the love of his true Religion.

But these many years passed, this godly and decent order of the
ancient Fathers hath been so altered, broken, and neglected, by planting
in uncertain Stories, and Legends, with multitude of Responds, Verses,
vain Repetitions, Commemorations, and Synodals; that commonly
when any Book of the Bible was begun, after three of four Chapters
were read out, all the rest were unread. And in this sort the Book of
Isaiah was begun in Advent, and the Book of Genesis in Septuagesima;
but they were only begun, and never read through: after like sort were
other Books of holy Scripture used. And moreover, whereas St. Paul
would have such language spoken to the people in the Church, as they
might understand, and have profit by hearing the same; the service in
this Church of England these many years hath been read in Latin to
the people, which they understand not; so that they have heard with
their ears only, and their heart, spirit, and mind, have not been edified
thereby. And furthermore, notwithstanding that the ancient Fathers
have divided the Psalms into seven portions, whereof every one was
called a Nocturn: now of late time a few of them have been daily said,
and the rest utterly omitted. Moreover, the number and hardness of
the Rules called the Pie, and the manifold changings of the service, was
the cause, that to turn the book only was so hard and intricate a matter,
that many times there was more business to find out what should be
read, than to read it when it was found out.

These inconveniences therefore considered, here is set forth such
an order, whereby the same shall be redressed. And for a readiness
in this matter, here is drawn out a Calendar for that purpose, which
is plain and easy to be understood; wherein (so much as may be) the
reading of holy Scripture is so set forth, that all things shall be done in
order, without breaking one piece from another. For this cause be cut
off Anthems, Responds, Invitatories, and such like things as did break
the continual course of the reading of the Scripture.

Yet, because there is no remedy, but that of necessity there must
be some Rules; therefore certain Rules are here set forth; which, as
they are few in number, so they are plain and easy to be understood.
So that here you have an Order for Prayer, and for the reading of the
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holy Scripture, much agreeable to the mind and purpose of the old
Fathers, and a great deal more profitable and commodious, than that
which of late was used. It is more profitable, because here are left out
many things, whereof some are untrue, some uncertain, some vain and
superstitious; and nothing is ordained to be read, but the very pure
Word of God, the holy Scriptures, or that which is agreeable to the
same; and that in such a language and order as is most easy and plain
for the understanding both of the readers and hearers. It is also more
commodious, both for the shortness thereof, and for the plainness of
the order, and for that the rules be few and easy.

And whereas heretofore there hath been great diversity in saying
and singing in Churches within this Realm; some following Salisbury
Use, some Hereford Use, and some the Use of Bangor, some of York,
some of Lincoln; now from henceforth all the whole Realm shall have
but one Use.

And forasmuch as nothing can be so plainly set forth, but doubts
may arise in the use and practice of the same; to appease all such di-
versity (if any arise) and for the resolution of all doubts, concerning
the manner how to understand, do, and execute, the things contained
in this Book; the parties that so doubt, or diversly take any thing, shall
alway resort to the Bishop of the Diocese, who by his discretion shall
take order for the quieting and appeasing of the same; so that the same
order be not contrary to any thing contained in this Book. And if the
Bishop of the Diocese be in doubt, then he may send for the resolution
thereof to the Archbishop.

Though it be appointed, that all things shall be read and sung in
the Church in the English Tongue, to the end that the congregation
may be thereby edified; yet it is not meant, but that when men say
Morning and Evening Prayer privately, they may say the same in any
language that they themselves do understand.

And all Priests and Deacons are to say daily the Morning and
Evening Prayer either privately or openly, not being let by sickness, or
some other urgent cause.

And the Curate that ministereth in every Parish-Church or Chapel,
being at home, and not being otherwise reasonably hindered, shall say
the same in the Parish-Church or Chapel where he ministereth, and
shall cause a Bell to be tolled thereunto a convenient time before he
begin, that the people may come to hear God’s Word, and to pray with
him.

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OF CEREMONIES,
WHY SOME BE ABOLISHED, AND SOME RETAINED

F such Ceremonies as be used in the Church, and have had their
beginning by the institution of man, some at the first were of god-
ly intent and purpose devised, and yet at length turned to vanity and
superstition: some entered into the Church by undiscreet devotion,
and such a zeal as was without knowledge; and for because they were
winked at in the beginning, they grew daily to more and more abuses,
which not only for their unprofitableness, but also because they have
much blinded the people, and obscured the glory of God, are worthy
to be cut away, and clean rejected: other there be, which although they
have been devised by man, yet it is thought good to reserve them still,
as well for a decent order in the Church, (for the which they were first
devised) as because they pertain to edification, whereunto all things
done in the Church (as the Apostle teacheth) ought to be referred.

And although the keeping or omitting of a Ceremony, in itself
considered, is but a small thing; yet the wilful and contemptuous trans-
gression and breaking of a common order and discipline is no small
offence before God, Let all things be done among you, saith Saint Paul, in a
seemly and due order: the appointment of the which order pertaineth not
to private men; therefore no man ought to take in hand, nor presume
to appoint or alter any publick or common Order in Christ’s Church,
except he be lawfully called and authorized thereunto.

And whereas in this our time, the minds of men are so diverse, that
some think it a great matter of conscience to depart from a piece of
the least of their Ceremonies, they be so addicted to their old customs;
and again on the other side, some be so new-fangled, that they would
innovate all things, and so despise the old, that nothing can like them,
but that is new: it was thought expedient, not so much to have respect
how to please and satisfy either of these parties, as how to please God,
and profit them both. And yetlest any man should be offended, whom
good reason might satisfy, here be certain causes rendered, why some
of the accustomed Ceremonies be put away, and some retained and
kept still.

Some are put away, because the great excess and multitude of
them hath so increased in these latter days, that the burden of them
was intolerable; whereof Saint Augustine in his time complained, that
they were grown to such a number, that the estate of Christian people
was in worse case concerning that matter, than were the Jews. And he
counselled that such yoke and burden should be taken away, as time
would serve quietly to do it. But what would Saint Augustine have said,
if he had seen the Ceremonies of late days used among us; whereunto
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the multitude used in his time was not to be compared? This our exces-
sive multitude of Ceremonies was so great, and many of them so dark,
that they did more confound and darken, than declare and set forth
Christ’s benefits unto us. And besides this, Christ’s Gospel is not a Cer-
emonial Law, (as much of Moses’ Law was,) but it is a Religion to serve
God, not in bondage of the figure or shadow, but in the freedom of the
Spirit; being content only with those Ceremonies which do serve to a
decent order and godly discipline, and such as be apt to stir up the dull
mind of man to the remembrance of his duty to God, by some notable
and special signification, whereby he might be edified. Furthermore,
the most weighty cause of the abolishment of certain Ceremonies was,
that they were so far abused, partly by the superstitious blindness of
the rude and unlearned, and partly by the unsatiable avarice of such
as sought more their own lucre, than the glory of God, that the abuses
could not well be taken away, the thing remaining still.

But now as concerning those persons, which peradventure will be
offended, for that some of the old Ceremonies are retained still: If they
consider that without some Ceremonies it is not possible to keep any
order, or quiet discipline in the Church, they shall easily perceive just
cause to reform their judgements. And if they think much, that any of
the old do remain, and would rather have all devised anew: then such
men granting some Ceremonies convenient to be had, surely where the
old may be well used, there they cannot reasonably reprove the old only
for their age, without bewraying of their own folly. For in such a case
they ought rather to have reverence unto them for their antiquity, if
they will declare themselves to be more studious of unity and concord,
than of innovations and new-fangleness, which (as much as may be with
the true setting forth of Christ’s Religion) is always to be eschewed.
Furthermore, such shall have no just cause with the Ceremonies re-
served to be offended. For as those be taken away which were most
abused, and did burden men’s consciences without any cause; so the
other that remain, are retained for a discipline and order, which (upon
just causes) may be altered and changed, and therefore are not to be
esteemed equal with God’s Law. And moreover, they be neither dark
nor dumb Ceremonies, but are so set forth, that every man may under-
stand what they do mean, and to what use they do serve. So that it is
not like that they in time to come should be abused as other have been.
And in these our doings we condemn no other nations, nor prescribe
any thing but to our own people only: For we think it convenient that
every country should use such Ceremonies as they shall think best to
the setting forth of God’s honour and glory, and to the reducing of the
people to a most perfect and godly living, without error or superstition;
and that they should put away other things, which from time to time

they perceive to be most abused, as in men’s ordinances it often chan-
ceth diversly in divers countries.

CONCERNING THE PRESENT EDITION

This edition is based upon the Book of Common Prayer 1662,
incorporating selected aspects of subsequent revisions, including the
American Book of Common Prayer 1928 and the 1963 edition of
the Book of Common Prayer according to the use of the Reformed
Episcopal Church.

The Lectionary is generally drawn from the altar edition of An Aus-
tralian Prayer Book 1978, augmented by the Sunday Psalms and Les-
sons from the 1945 edition of the Book of Common Prayer (PECUSA,
1928). The Psalter is the American Coverdale version.

The objective of this revision is identical to the purpose stated in
the foregoing Preface: namely, “...{o do that, which to our best understand-
ings we conceived might most tend to the preservation of peace and unity in the
Church; the procuring of reverence, and exciting of piety and devotion in the
publick worship of God.”

Concerning the Use of the
Book of Common Prayer

HE Order for Holy Communion, the Order for Morning Prayer, the

Order for Evening Prayer, and the Litany, as set forth in this Book,
are the regular Services appointed for Public Worship in this Church, and
shall be used accordingly; Provided, that in addition to these Services, the
Minister, in his discretion, subject to the direction of the Ordinary, may
use other devotions taken from this Book or set forth by lawful authority
within this Church, or from Holy Scripture; and Provided further, that,
subject to the direction of the Ordinary, in mission churches or chapels,
and also, when expressly authorized by the Ordinary, in cathedral or
parish churches or other places, such other devotions as aforesaid may
be used, when the edification of the congregation so requires, in place
of the Order for Morning Prayer, or the Order for Evening Prayer.

For days of fasting and thanksgiving appointed by the Civil or
Ecclesiastical Authority, and for other special occasions, for which no
service or prayer has been provided in this Book, the Bishop may set
forth such form or forms as he shall see fit, in which case none other
shall be used.

THE USE OF THE PSALTER AND THE LECTIONARY

HE Old Testamentis appointed for the First Lessons, and the New Testa-
ment for the Second Lessons, at Morning and Evening Prayer
throughout the year.

The Psalms and Lessons to be read every day are to be found in the
following Table of Psalms and Lessons for the Christian Year; except only
those for the Immoveable Holy Days, the Proper Psalms and Lessons for
all which days are to be found in the Table for the Fixed Holy Days.

On the following days, and their eves, if any, the Proper Psalms
appointed in the Tables shall be used: Christmas, Epiphany, Purifica-
tion, Ash Wednesday, Annunciation, Good Friday, Easter Day, Ascen-
sion Day, Whitsunday, Trinity Sunday, Transfiguration, All Saints, and
Thanksgiving Day.

But note, That on other days, the Minister shall use the Psalms
appointed in the Tables; or at his discretion he may use one or more
of those assigned in the Psalter to the day of the month, or from the
Table of Topical Selections of Psalms.
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The Psalms and Lessons appointed for the evening of any day may
be read at the morning service, and any set of morning Psalms and
Lessons may be read in the evening.

The starred (*) Lessons provided for Sundays are particularly
appropriate for use when Morning Prayer with one Lesson precedes
the Holy Communion.

Upon any Sunday or Holy Day, the Minister may read the Epistle
or the Gospel of the Day in place of the Second Lesson at Morning or
Evening Prayer.

Upon any weekday, other than a Holy Day, the Psalms and Lessons
appointed for any day in the same week may be read instead of those
appointed for the Day.

When an Octave is observed for any Holy Day, the Psalms and Les-
sons for the Day may be used upon the Sunday within the Octave.

Upon special occasions the Minister may select such Psalms and
Lessons as he may think suitable.

Any Lesson may be lengthened or shortened at the Minister’s
discretion.

HYMNS AND ANTHEMS

NS set forth and allowed by the authority of this Church, and

Anthems in the words of Holy Scripture or of the Book of Com-

mon Prayer, may be sung before and after any Office in this Book, and
also before and after Sermons.

When it is desired to use music composed for them, previously
authorized liturgical texts may be used in place of the corresponding
texts in this Book.

Where rubrics indicate that a part of the service is to be said, it must be
understood to include or sung; and vice versa.

RULES TO KNOW WHEN THE MOVEABLE FEASTS
AND HOLY DAYS BEGIN

ASTER DAY, on which the rest depend, is always the first Sunday after

the full moon, which happens upon or next after the twenty-first day of

March; and if the full moon happen upon a Sunday, Easter Day is the Sunday
after.

But note, That the full moon, for the purposes of these Rules and Tables,
is the fourteenth day of a lunar month, reckoned according to an ancient ec-
clesiastical computation, and not the real or astronomical full moon.

Advent Sunday is always the nearest Sunday to the Feast of St. Andrew, whether before or after.

Septuagesima Sunday is nine weeks before Easter.

Sexagesima Sunday is eight weeks before Easter.

Quinquagesima Sunday is seven weeks before Easter.

Quadragesima Sunday is six weeks before Easter.

Rogation Sunday is five weeks after Easter.

Ascension Day is forty days after Easter.

Whitsunday is seven weeks after Easter.
Trinity Sunday is eight weeks after Easter.

TO FIND THE DATE OF EASTER DAY

HE numbers prefixed to the several days, in the foregoing Calendar,

between the twenty-first day of March and the eighteenth day of April, both
inclusive, denote the days upon which those full moons do fall, which happen
upon or next after the twenty-first day of March in those years of which they are
respectively the Golden Numbers; and the Sunday Letter next following any
such full moon points out Easter Day for that year. All which holds until the
Year of our Lord 2199 inclusive; after which year, the places of these Golden
Numbers will need to be changed, as is hereafter expressed.

To find Easter Day, look in the first column of the Calendar, between the
twentieth day of March and the nineteenth day of April, for the Golden Number
of the year, against which stands the day of the Paschal full moon. Then look
in the third column for the Sunday Letter next after the day of the full moon;
and the day of the month standing against that Sunday Letter is Easter Day. If
the full moon happen upon a Sunday, then (according to the first rule) the
next Sunday after is Easter Day.

To find the Golden Number, or Prime, add 1 to the Year of our Lord, and
then divide by 19; the remainder, if any, is the Golden Number; but if nothing
remain, then 19 is the Golden Number.

To find the Dominical or Sunday Letter, and the places of the Golden
Numbers in the Calendar, see the General Tables which follow.

For now is the axe put unto the root of the trees, so that every
tree that brings not forth good fruit is cut down, and cast into the
fire. It is a fearful thing to fall into the hands of the living God:
He shall pour down rain upon the sinners' snares, fire and
brimstone, storm and tempest; this shall be their portion to drink.
For behold, the Lord is come out of His place to visit the
wickedness of such as dwell upon the earth. But who may abide
the day of His coming? Who shall be able to endure when He
appears? His fan is in His hand, and He will purge His floor, and
gather His wheat into the barn; but He will burn the chaff with
unquenchable fire. The day of the Lord comes as a thief in the
night: and when men shall say, Peace, and all things are safe,
then shall sudden destruction come upon them, as sorrow comes
upon a woman labouring with child, and they shall not escape.
Then shall appear the wrath of God in the day of vengeance,
which obstinate sinners, through the stubbornness of their heart,
have heaped upon themselves; which despised the goodness,
patience, and long-sufferance of God, when He called them
continually to repentance.

Then shall they call upon Me (says the Lord) but I will not
hear; they shall seek Me early, but they shall not find Me; and
that, because they hated knowledge, and did not receive the fear
of the Lord, but abhorred My counsel, and despised My
correction. Then shall it be too late to knock when the door shall
be shut; and too late to cry for mercy when it is the time of
justice. O terrible voice of most just judgement, which shall be
pronounced upon them, when it shall be said unto them, Go, you
cursed, into the fire everlasting, which is prepared for the devil
and his angels.

Therefore, brethren, take heed, while the day of salvation
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lingers; for the night comes, when none can work. But let us,
while we have the light, believe in the light, and walk as children
of the light; that we not be cast into utter darkness, where there is
weeping and gnashing of teeth. Let us not abuse the goodness of
God, Who calls us mercifully to repentance, and of His endless
pity promises us forgiveness of that which is past, if with a
perfect and true heart we return unto Him. For though our sins be
as red as scarlet, they shall be made white as snow; and though
they be like purple, yet they shall be made white as wool. Turn
(says the Lord) from all your wickedness, and your sin shall not
be your destruction: Cast away from you all your ungodliness
that you have done: Make yourselves new hearts, and a new
spirit: Why will you die, O house of Israel, seeing that I have no
pleasure in the death of him that dies, says the Lord God? Turn
then, and you shall live.

Although we have sinned, yet have we an Advocate with the
Father, Jesus Christ the righteous; and He is the propitiation for
our sins. For He was wounded for our offences, and smitten for
our wickedness. Let us therefore return unto him, Who is the
merciful receiver of all true penitent sinners; assuring ourselves
that He is ready to receive us, and most willing to pardon us, if
we come to Him with faithful repentance; if we submit ourselves
unto Him, and from henceforth walk in His ways; if we will take
His easy yoke and light burden upon us, to follow Him in
lowliness, patience, and love, and be ordered by the governance
of His Holy Spirit; seeking always His glory, and serving Him
duly in our vocation with thanksgiving. This if we do, Christ will
deliver us from the curse of the law, and from the extreme curse
which shall light upon those who shall be set on the left hand;
and He will set us on His right hand, and give us the gracious
benediction of His Father, commanding us to take possession of
His glorious kingdom: Unto which He guarantees to bring us all,
for His infinite mercy.

9 At the Communion-time the Table shall have upon it a fair white linen
cloth. And the Presbyter, standing reverently facing the Table, shall say
the Lord’s Prayer and the Collect following, the people kneeling; but the
Lord’s Prayer may be omitted at the discretion of the Presbyter.

9 A Psalm, Hymn, or Anthem may be sung when the Minister enters or,
after a sentence of Scripture, the Minister may say,

The Lord be with you.
Answer. And with your spirit.
Minister.  Let us pray.

9 Then shall be said the COLLECT FOR PURITY following.

LMIGHTY God, unto Whom all hearts are open, all desires

known, and from Whom no secrets are hid; Cleanse the
thoughts of our hearts by the inspiration of Your Holy Spirit, that
we may perfectly love You, and worthily magnify Your holy
Name; through Christ our Lord. Amen.

9 Then shall the Minister, turning to the people, rehearse distinctly all the
TEN COMMANDMENTS; and the people still kneeling shall, after every
Commandment, ask God mercy for their transgressions thereof for the
time past, and grace to keep the same for the time to come.

Y And note, That in rehearsing the ten Commandments, the Minister may
omit that part of the Commandment that is inset in italics
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9YThe Decalogue may be omitted, provided it be said at least one Sunday in
each month. But note, That whenever it is omitted, the Minister shall say
the Summary of the Law, beginning Hear what our Lord Jesus said.

OD spoke these words, and said: I am the LORD your God;

You shall have no other gods before me.

YOU shall not make for yourself an idol in the form of anything
in heaven above, or on the earth beneath, or in the waters below;

For in six days the LORD made the heavens and the earth, the sea, and all

that is in them, and rested the seventh day. Therefore the LORD blessed the
Sabbath day and hallowed it.

Lord, have mercy upon us, and write all these Your laws in
our hearts, we beg You.

9 Then shall the Minister say,
Hear what our Lord Jesus Christ said.

OU shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, with

all your soul, and with all your mind. This is the first and
great commandment. And the second is like it, You shall love
your neighbour as yourself. On these two commandments hang
all the Law and the Prophets. Mart.22:37-40

9 Here, if the Decalogue has been omitted, shall be said,

Lord, have mercy upon us.
Christ, have mercy upon us.
Lord, have mercy upon us.
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Minister.  Let us pray.
9 Then may follow these Collects.

ALMIGHTY Lord, and everlasting God, we humbly

request that You direct, sanctify, and govern, both our hearts
and bodies, in the ways of Your laws, and in the works of Your
commandments; that, through Your most mighty protection, both
here and ever, we may be preserved in body and soul; through
our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ.

Y Then shall be read the EPISTLE Lesson, the Reader first saying, The
Reading (Lesson) from the Epistle , chapter , beginning at
the verse. The Epistle being ended, the Reader may say, Here ends
the Epistle, or,

Reader. This is the Word of the Lord.

9 Here may be sung a Hymn or an Anthem.

9 Then, all the people standing, the Minister appointed shall read the
GOSPEL, first saying, The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ
according to St. , chapter , beginning at the verse. In
response to the announcement of the Gospel shall be said,

Glory be to You, O Lord.

9 And after the Gospel, the Minister shall say, The Gospel of the Lord, the
people then responding,

Praise be to You, O Christ.

Y Then shall be said the CREED commonly called the Nicene, or else the
Apostles’ Creed; but the Creed may be omitted, if it has been said
immediately before in Morning Prayer; provided, That the Nicene Creed
shall be said on Christmas Day, Easter Day, Ascension Day, Whitsunday,
and Trinity Sunday.

BELIEVE in one God the Father Almighty, Maker of heaven

9 When the alms for the poor and other offerings of the people have been
received by the Deacons, church-wardens, or other fit persons appointed
for that purpose, they shall be brought to the Presbyter who shall humbly
present and place them upon the holy Table.

9§ The Offering of the congregation having been gathered, it may be
dedicated to the Lord in these words following, or the Long Metre
Doxology, or other suitable words, said or sung.

CONCERNING THE CELEBRATION

9 In the absence of a Presbyter, a Deacon may say all that is before
appointed unto the end of the Gospel.

9 Lay persons appointed by the Celebrant shall normally be assigned the
reading of the Lessons which precede the Gospel.

9 It is the Bishop’s prerogative, when present, to be the principal Celebrant
at the Lord’s Table, and to preach the Gospel.

9 At all celebrations of the Liturgy, it is fitting that the principal Celebrant,
whether Bishop or Presbyter, be assisted by other Presbyters, and by
Deacons and lay persons.

9 It is appropriate that the other Presbyters present stand with the Celebrant
at the Lord's Table and join in the consecration of the gifts, in breaking the
Bread, and in distributing Communion.

9 A Deacon shall read the Gospel and shall also serve at the Lord’s Table,
preparing and placing on it the offerings of Bread and Wine, and assisting
in the ministration of the Sacrament to the people. In the absence of a
Deacon, these duties may be performed by an assisting Presbyter.

9 Here, in place of all that follows, may be used the ALTERNATE FORM
FOR THE CELEBRATION OF HOLY COMMUNION.

THE CELEBRATION OF HOLY COMMUNION

9 Here the Presbyter shall give the following or similar invitation.

UR fellow Christians of other branches of Christ’s Church,

who have been Baptized in the Name of the Father, and of
the Son, and of the Holy Spirit, are affectionately invited to the
Lord’s Table.

9 Then the Presbyter may ask the private intercessions of the congregation
for any who have desired the prayer of the Church. After which he shall

say,

Let us pray for the whole state of Christ’s Church militant.
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LMIGHTY and everliving God, Who by Your holy Apostle

has taught us to make prayers, and supplications, and to give
thanks for all men; In Your mercy accept our [*alms and ] holy
offerings, and receive these our prayers, which we offer unto
Your Divine Majesty; beseeching You to inspire continually the
universal Church with the spirit of truth, unity, and harmony:
And grant that all those who do confess Your holy Name may
agree in the truth of Your holy Word, and live in unity and godly
love.

We beseech You also, so to direct and dispose the hearts of all
those in authority, that they may truly and impartially administer
justice, to the punishment of wickedness and vice, and to the
maintenance of Your true religion, and virtue.

Give grace, O heavenly Father, to all Bishops and other
Ministers, that they may, both by their life and doctrine, set forth
Your true and lively Word, and rightly and duly administer Your
holy Sacraments.

And to all Your People give Your heavenly grace; and
especially to this congregation here present; that, with meek heart
and due reverence, they may hear, and receive Your holy Word;
truly serving You in holiness and righteousness all the days of
their life.

And we most humbly beg You, of Your goodness, O Lord, to
comfort and assist all those, who in this transitory life are in
trouble, sorrow, need, sickness, or any other adversity.

And we also bless Your holy Name for all Your servants
departed this life in Your faith and fear; begging You to give us
grace so to follow their good examples, that with them we may
be partakers of Your heavenly kingdom. Grant this, O Father, for
Jesus Christ’s sake, our only Mediator and Advocate. Amen.

* If there are no alms, then the enclosed words shall be omitted.

9 Then may the Presbyter say this EXHORTATION, the people standing.
And note, That the Exhortation shall be said on the First Sunday in
Advent, the First Sunday in Lent, and Trinity Sunday.

EARLY beloved in the Lord, you who desire to come to the
holy Communion of the Body and Blood of our Saviour
Christ, must consider how Saint Paul exhorts all persons
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diligently to examine themselves, before they presume to eat of
that Bread, and drink of that Cup. For as the benefit is great, if
with a true penitent heart and lively faith we receive that holy
Sacrament; so is the danger great, if we receive the same
unworthily. Judge therefore yourselves, brethren, that you be not
judged by the Lord; truly repent of your past sins; have a lively
and steadfast faith in Christ our Saviour; amend your lives, and
be in perfect love with all men; so shall you be proper partakers
of those holy mysteries.

And above all things you must give most humble and hearty
thanks to God, the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit, for the
redemption of the world by the death and passion of our Saviour
Christ, both God and man; who humbled Himself, even to the
death upon the Cross, for us, miserable sinners, who lay in
darkness and the shadow of death; that He might make us the
children of God, and exalt us to everlasting life. And to the end

love and charity with your neighbours, and intend to lead a
new life, following the commandments of God, and walking from
henceforth in His holy ways; Draw near with faith, and take this
holy Sacrament to your comfort; and make your humble
confession to Almighty God, devoutly kneeling.
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9 Then shall this GENERAL CONFESSION be made, by the Presbyter and
all those who are minded to receive the Holy Communion, humbly
kneeling, and saying,

LMIGHTY God, Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, Maker of

all things, Judge of all men; We acknowledge and deeply
mourn our many sins and wickedness, Which we, from time to
time, most grievously have committed, By thought, word, and
deed, Against Your Divine Majesty, Provoking most justly Your
wrath and indignation against us. We do earnestly repent, And
are heartily sorry for these our many sins; The remembrance of
them is grievous unto us; The burden of them is intolerable. Have
mercy upon us, Have mercy upon us, most merciful Father; For
Your Son our Lord Jesus Christ’s sake, Forgive us all that is past;
And grant that we may ever hereafter Serve and please You In
newness of life, To the honour and glory of Your Name; Through
Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

9 Then shall the Presbyter, or the Bishop if he be present, stand up, and
turning to the people, say,

LMIGHTY God, our heavenly Father, Who of His great

mercy has promised forgiveness of sins to all those who
with hearty repentance and true faith turn unto Him; Have mercy
upon you; pardon and deliver you from all your sins; confirm and
strengthen you in all goodness; and bring you to everlasting life;
through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

9 Then shall the Presbyter say,

Hear what comfortable words our Saviour Christ says unto all
who truly turn to Him.

OME to Me, all you who labour and are heavy laden, and I
will give you rest. St. Matthew 11:28

Son, that whoever believes in Him should not perish, but have
everlasting life. St.John 3:16

Presbyter. Lift up your hearts.
Answer. We lift them up unto the Lord.

Answer. It is good and right so to do.

9 Then shall the Presbyter turn to the Lord’s Table, and say or sing,

T is very good, right, and our required duty, that we should at
all times, and in all places, give thanks unto You, O Lord, Holy
Father, Almighty, Everlasting God.

9 Here shall follow the PROPER PREFACE, according to the time, if there
be any specially appointed; or else immediately shall be said or sung by
the Presbyter,

HEREFORE with Angels and Archangels, and with all the
company of heaven, we praise and magnify Your glorious
Name; evermore praising You, and saying,

9 Presbyter and people.

HOLY, HOLY, HOLY, Lord God of hosts, heaven and earth
are full of Your glory: Glory be to You, O Lord Most High.

Y Whereas it is ordained in this Office for the Administration of the Lord’s
Supper, that the Communicants should receive the same kneeling; (which
order is well meant, for a signification of our humble and grateful
acknowledgement of the benefits of Christ therein given to all worthy
Receivers, and for the avoiding of such profanation and disorder in the
Holy Communion, as might otherwise ensue;) yet, lest the same kneeling
should by any persons, either out of ignorance and infirmity, or out of
malice and obstinacy, be misconstrued and depraved; It is hereby
declared, That thereby no adoration is intended, or ought to be done,
either unto the Sacramental Bread or Wine there bodily received, or unto
any Corporal Presence of Christ’s natural Flesh and Blood. For the
Sacramental Bread and Wine remain still in their very natural substances,
and therefore may not be adored; (for that were Idolatry, to be abhorred of
all faithful Christians;) and the natural Body and Blood of our Saviour
Christ are in Heaven, and not here; it being against the truth of Christ’s
natural Body to be at one time in more places than one.

9 Then shall the Presbyter, or the Bishop if he be present, stand up, and
turning to the people, say,

mercy has promised forgiveness of sins to all those who
with hearty repentance and true faith turn unto Him; Have mercy
upon you; pardon and deliver you from all your sins; confirm and
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strengthen you in all goodness; and bring you to everlasting life;

9 Then shall the Presbyter say,

Hear what comfortable words our Saviour Christ says unto all
who truly turn to Him.

GENERAL RUBRICS

9 If any consecrated Bread or Wine remain, apart from that which may be
required for the Communion of the sick, the Celebrant or Deacon and
other communicants shall reverently eat or drink it, either after the
Communion of the people or immediately after the dismissal.

9 If among those who come to be partakers of the Holy Communion, the
Minister shall know any to be an open and notorious evil liver, or to have
done any wrong to his neighbours by word or deed, so that the
congregation be thereby offended; he shall warn him, that he presume not
to come to the Lord’s Table, until he have openly declared himself to have
truly repented and amended his former evil life, that the congregation may
thereby be satisfied; and that he has recompensed the parties to whom he
has done wrong; or at least declare himself to be in full purpose so to do,
as soon as he conveniently may.

Y The same order shall the Minister use with those, between whom he
perceives malice and hatred to reign; not permitting them to be partakers
of the Lord’s Table, until he know them to be reconciled. And if one of
the parties, so at variance, be content to forgive from the bottom of his
heart all that the other has trespassed against him, and to make amends for
that wherein he himself has offended; and the other party will not be
persuaded to a godly unity, but remain still in his frowardness and malice;
the Minister in that case ought to admit the penitent person to the Holy
Communion, and not him that is obstinate. Provided, That every Minister
so repelling any, as is herein specified, shall be obliged to give an account
of the same to the Ordinary, within fourteen days after, at the farthest.
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Y When the Minister gives warning for the celebration of the Holy
Communion, he may read this Exhortation.

EARLY beloved, on day next I purpose, through

God’s assistance, to administer the most comfortable
Sacrament of the Lord’s Supper, in remembrance of His
meritorious Cross and Passion; whereby alone we obtain
remission of our sins, and are made partakers of the kingdom of
heaven. To this sacred feast I invite all who are religiously and
devoutly disposed, and may the blessed Spirit incline your hearts
that you refuse not to come thereto, being so lovingly bidden by
Christ Himself.

9 Or, in case he shall see the people negligent to come to the Holy
Communion, instead of the former, he may use this Exhortation.

EARLY beloved brethren, on I intend, by God’s

grace, to celebrate the Lord’s Supper: unto which, in God’s
behalf, I bid you all who are here present; and beg you, for the
Lord Jesus Christ’s sake, that you will not refuse to come thereto,
being so lovingly called and bidden by God Himself. You know
how grievous and unkind a thing it is, when a man has prepared a
rich feast, decked his table with all kind of provision, so that
there lacks nothing but the guests to sit down; and yet they who
are called, without any cause, most unthankfully refuse to come.
Which of you in such a case would not be moved? Who would
not think a great injury and wrong done unto him? Wherefore,
most dearly beloved in Christ, take good heed, lest you,
withdrawing yourselves from this holy Supper, provoke God’s
indignation against you. It is an easy matter for a man to say, I
will not communicate, because I am otherwise hindered with
worldly business. But such excuses are not so easily accepted and
allowed before God. If any man say, I am a grievous sinner, and
therefore am afraid to come: wherefore then do ye not repent and
amend? When God calls you, are you not ashamed to say you
will not come? When you should return to God, will you excuse
yourselves, and say you are not ready? Consider earnestly with
yourselves how little such feigned excuses will avail before God.
Those who refused the feast in the Gospel, because they had
bought a farm, or would try their yokes of oxen, or because they
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were married, were not so excused, but counted unworthy of the
heavenly feast. I, for my part, shall be ready; and, according to
mine Office, I bid you in the Name of God, I call you in Christ’s
behalf, I exhort you to be partakers of this holy Communion. And
as the Son of God did guarantee to yield up His soul by death
upon the Cross for your salvation; so it is your duty to receive the
Communion in remembrance of the sacrifice of His death, as He
Himself has commanded.

PRIVATE BAPTISM

Y When, in consideration of extreme sickness, necessity may require, then
the following form shall suffice.

9 The child (or person) being named by some one who is present, the
Minister shall sprinkle or pour Water upon him, saying these words,

N I baptize you In the Name of the Father, and of the Son,
o and of the Holy Spirit. Amen.

9 After which shall be said the Lord’s Prayer, and the Thanksgiving from
this Office, beginning, We yield You hearty thanks, etc.

Y But note, That in the case of an adult, the Minister shall first ask the
questions provided in this Office for the Baptism of Adults.
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9 In cases of extreme sickness, or any imminent peril, if a Minister cannot be
procured, then any baptized person present may administer Holy Baptism,
using the foregoing form. Such Baptism shall be promptly reported to the
parish authorities.

THE RECEIVING OF ONE PRIVATELY BAPTIZED

9 It is expedient that a child or person so baptized be afterward brought to
the church, at which time these parts of the foregoing service shall be
used: the Gospel, the Questions (omitting the Question Will You be
baptized in this Faith? and the answer thereto), the Declaration, We
receive this Child (or Person), etc., and the remainder of the Office.

CONDITIONAL BAPTISM

9 If there is reasonable doubt whether any person was baptized with Water,
In the Name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit, (which
are essential parts of Baptism), such person may be baptized in the form
before appointed in this Office; saving that, at the sprinkling or pouring of
water (or dipping into it), the Minister shall use this form of words.

F you art not already baptized, N., I baptize you In the Name of
the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit. Amen.

9 The Minister of every parish shall often admonish the people, that they do
not defer the Baptism of their children, and that it is most convenient that
Baptism should be administered upon Sundays and other Holy Days, so
that the congregation there present may testify the receiving of those who
are newly baptized into the number of Christ’s Church; as also because in
the ministration of Baptism every man present may be put in
remembrance of his own profession made to God in his Baptism.
Nevertheless, if necessity so require, Baptism may be administered upon
any other day.

9 Due notice shall be given before a child is brought to the church to be
baptized. For every child to be baptized there shall be not fewer than three
godparents, of whom at least two shall be of the same sex as the child and
of whom at least one shall be of the opposite sex; save that, when three
cannot be conveniently had, one godfather and one godmother shall
suffice. Parents may be godparents for their own children provided that
the child shall have at least one other godparent. The godparents shall be
persons who have been baptized and confirmed and will faithfully fulfil
their responsibilities both by their care for the child committed to their
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charge and by the example of their own godly living. Nevertheless the
Minister shall have power to dispense with the requirement of
confirmation in any case in which, in his judgement, need so requires. The
Minister shall instruct the parents or guardians of an infant to be admitted
to Holy Baptism that the same responsibilities rest on them as are in the
service of Holy Baptism required of the godparents.

Y No Minister shall refuse or, save for the purpose of preparing or
instructing the parents or guardians or godparents, delay to baptize any
infant within his cure that is brought to the church to be baptized,
provided that due notice has been given and the provisions relating to
godparents are observed. If the Minister shall refuse or unduly delay to
baptize any such infant, the parents or guardians may apply to the Bishop
of the diocese who shall, after consultation with the Minister, give such
directions as he thinks fit.

Y When any such persons as are of riper years are to be baptized, timely
notice shall be given to the Minister; that so due care may be taken for
their examination, whether they be sufficiently instructed in the principles
of the Christian Religion; and that they may be exhorted to prepare
themselves, with prayers and fasting, for the receiving of this holy
Sacrament. And note, That at the time of the Baptism of an adult, there

shall be present with him at the Font at least two sponsors.

Y The word regenerate in this Office of Baptism is well meant for a
signification of our grafting and incorporation into Christ’s flock and a
grateful acknowledgement of the benefits of Christ therein given to all
who receive Baptism rightly (Note Article XXVII Of Baptism). Yet, lest
the same word should by any persons, out of ignorance, malice, or
obstinacy, be misconstrued: It is hereby declared that the use of this word
is not intended to denote an essential alteration in nature, nor a passing, as
by some mysterious process, into that fullness of religious life marked by
faith, repentance, incipient holiness, ardent desires after God, and elevated
affections

HE blessing of God Almighty, the Father, the Son, and the
Holy Spirit, be upon you, and remain with you for ever. Amen.

9 The Confirmation ordinarily shall take place within the Holy Communion,
or at such time and place as the Bishop shall direct.

9§ If there be no Holy Communion, the service shall continue with the Creed
and such other devotions as the Bishop shall direct.
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The Form of
Solemnization of Matrimony

9 At the day and time appointed for solemnization of Matrimony, the
persons to be married shall come into the body of the church, or shall be
ready in some proper place, with their friends and neighbours; and there
standing together, the Man on the right hand, and the Woman on the left,
the Minister shall say,

EARLY beloved, we are gathered together here in the sight

of God, and in the face of this congregation, to join together
this Man and this Woman in holy Matrimony; which is an
honourable estate, instituted of God in the time of man’s
innocency, signifying unto us the mystical union that is between
Christ and His Church; which holy estate Christ adorned and
beautified with His Presence and first miracle that he performed
in Cana of Galilee. It is commended of Saint Paul to be
honourable among all men: and therefore is not by any to be
entered into, nor taken in hand, unadvisedly, lightly, or wantonly,
to satisfy men’s carnal lusts and appetites; but reverently,
discreetly, advisedly, soberly, and in the fear of God; duly
considering the causes for which Matrimony was ordained.

First, It was ordained for the procreation of children, to be
brought up in the fear and nurture of the Lord, and to the praise
of His holy Name.

Secondly, It was ordained for a remedy against sin, and to
avoid non-marital sex; that such persons who have not the ability
to refrain from non-marital sex might marry, and keep themselves
undefiled members of Christ’s body.

Thirdly, It was ordained for the mutual society, help, and
comfort, that the one ought to have of the other, both in
prosperity and adversity.

Into this holy estate these two persons present come now to be
joined. If any person can show just cause, why they may not
lawfully be joined together, let him now speak, or else hereafter
for ever hold his peace.
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9 And also, speaking unto the persons who are to be married, he shall say,

REQUIRE and charge you both, as you will answer at the

dreadful day of judgement when the secrets of all hearts shall
be disclosed, that if either of you know any reason or
impediment, why you may not be lawfully joined together in
Matrimony, you shall now confess it. For be well assured, that so
many as are coupled together otherwise than God’s Word doth
allow are not joined together by God.

9 If no impediment be alleged, then shall the Minister say to the Man,

WILL you have this Woman to be your wedded wife, to

o live together after God’s ordinance in the holy estate of

Matrimony? Will you love her, comfort her, honour, and keep her

in sickness and in health; and, forsaking all others, keep yourself
only unto her, for as long as you both shall live?

Y The Man shall answer,
I will.
9 Then shall the Minister say unto the Woman,

WILL you have this Man to be your wedded husband,

o to live together after God’s ordinance in the holy estate

of Matrimony? Will you love him, comfort him, honour, and

keep him in sickness and in health; and, forsaking all others, keep
yourself only unto him, for as long as you both shall live?

Y The Woman shall answer,

I will.

9 Here, if there be a presentation or giving in marriage, the Minister shall
say,

Who gives this Woman to be married to this Man?
9 Then shall they give their solemn promise to each other in this manner.

The Minister shall require the Man with his right hand to take the Woman
by her right hand, and to say after him as follows.
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N. take you N. to be my wedded wife, to have and to hold

from this day forward, for better for worse, for richer for
poorer, in sickness and in health, to love and to cherish, until we
are parted by death, according to God’s holy ordinance. I give
you my solemn promise.

Y Then shall they loose their hands; and the Woman, with her right hand
taking the Man by his right hand, shall likewise say after the Minister,

N. take Your N. to be my wedded husband, to have and to

hold from this day forward, for better for worse, for richer for
poorer, in sickness and in health, to love and to cherish, until we
are parted by death, according to God’s holy ordinance. I give
you my solemn promise.

9 Then shall they again loose their hands; and the Man shall give to the
Woman a Ring, laying the same upon the Book. And, before delivering
the Ring to the Man, the Minister may say as follows.

LESS, O Lord, this Ring to be a sign and token of the vows

between this Man and this Woman, and grant that e who
gives it and she who wears it may abide in Your peace, and
continue in Your favour, unto their life’s end; through Jesus
Christ our Lord. Amen.

9 Then shall the Minister deliver the Ring unto the Man, to put it upon the
fourth finger of the Woman's left hand. And the Man holding the Ring
there, and taught repeating after the Minister, shall say,

N I give you this Ring as a token of my solemn promise to

* 9you this day. I promise to honour you with my body, and
to pledge to you all my worldly goods, In the Name of the Father,
and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit. Amen.

9 And note, That if there are two Rings given, the Minister shall use the
same form preceding, for the Ring given by the Woman to the Man.

9 Then they may both kneel down, and the Minister shall say,
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Let us pray.

9 Then shall the Minister and the people say the Lord’s Prayer.

UR Father, Who art in heaven, Hallowed be Thy Name. Thy

kingdom come. Thy will be done, On earth as it is in heaven.
Give us this day our daily bread. And forgive us our trespasses,
As we forgive those who trespass against us. And lead us not into
temptation, But deliver us from evil. For Thine is the kingdom,
and the power, and the glory, for ever and ever.

9 Or this

UR Father in heaven, Hallowed be Your Name. Your

9 Then shall the Minister add,

Giver of all spiritual grace, the Author of everlasting life:
Send Your blessing upon these Your servants, this Man and this
Woman, whom we bless in Your Name; that they, living
faithfully together, may surely perform and keep the vow and
covenant made between themselves this day, (whereof this Ring
given and received is a token and pledge,) and may ever remain
in perfect love and peace together, and live according to Your
laws; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

9 Then the Minister shall add

ETERNAL God, Creator and Preserver of all mankind,

Giver of all spiritual grace, the Author of everlasting life;
Send Your blessing upon these Your servants, this Man and this
Woman, whom we bless in Your Name; that they, living
faithfully to-gether, may surely perform and keep the vow and
covenant made between them, (whereof rthis Ring given and
received is a token and pledge,) and may ever remain in perfect
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love and peace to-gether, and live according to Your laws;
through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen

9 The Minister may add one or both of the following Prayers.

ALMIGHTY God, Creator of mankind, Who only are the

well-spring of life; Bestow upon these Your servants, if it is
Your will, the gift and heritage of children; and grant that they may
see their children brought up in Your faith and fear, to the honour
and glory of Your Name; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

GOD, Who has so consecrated the state of Matrimony that in

it is represented the spiritual marriage and unity between
Christ and his Church; Look mercifully upon these Your servants,
that they may love, honour, and cherish each other, and so live
together in faithfulness and patience, in wisdom and true godliness,
that their home may be a haven of blessing and of peace; through
the same Jesus Christ our Lord, who lives and reigns with You and
the Holy Spirit, one God, world without end. Amen.

9 Then shall the Minister join their right hands together, and say,

Those whom God has joined together let no man put asunder.

ORASMUCH as N. and N. have consented to-gether in holy

wedlock, and have witnessed the same before God and this
company, and to this end have given and pledged their solemn
promise to each the other, and have declared the same by giving
and receiving of a Ring, and by joining of hands; I pronounce
that they are Husband and Wife, In the Name of the Father, and
of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit. Amen.

9 And the Minister shall add this Blessing.

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9 It is convenient that the newly married persons should receive the Holy
Communion at the time of their Marriage, or at the first opportunity after
their Marriage.

Y The Minister, at his discretion, may also use any of the following Prayers
before the final Blessing.

Your servants, and sow the seed of eternal life in their
hearts; that whatsoever in Your holy Word they shall profitably
learn, they may in deed fulfil the same.

And as You did send
Your blessing upon Abraham and Sarah, to their great comfort,
so guarantee to send Your blessing upon these Your servants; that
they obeying Your will, and always being in safety under Your
protection, may abide in Your love unto their lives’ end; through
Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

MERCIFUL Lord, and heavenly Father, by Whose
gracious gift mankind is increased: We beg You, assist with
Your blessing these two persons, that they may both be fruitful in
procreation of children, and also live together so long in godly
love and honesty, that they may see their children Christianly and
virtuously brought up, to Your praise and honour; through Jesus
Christ our Lord. Amen.

GOD, Who by Your mighty power has made all things out

of nothing; Who also (after other things set in order) did
appoint, that out of man (created after Your Own image and
alikeness) woman should take her beginning; and, knitting them
together, taught that it should never be lawful to take apart those
whom You by Marriage has made to be one: O God, Who has
consecrated the state of Matrimony to such an excellent mystery,
that in it is signified and represented the spiritual marriage and
unity between Christ and His Church; Look mercifully upon
these Your servants, that both this man may love his wife,
according to Your Word, (as Christ did love His spouse the
Church, who gave Himself for it, loving and cherishing it even as
His Own flesh,) and also that this woman may be loving,
amiable, and faithful to her husband; and in all quietness,
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sobriety, and peace, be a follower of holy and godly women. O
Lord, bless them both, and grant them to inherit Your everlasting
kingdom; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

9 This final blessing may be said by the Minister

he LORD bless you and keep you; The LORD make His face
shine upon you, And be gracious to you; The LORD lift up
His countenance upon you, And give you peace.

Y The laws respecting Matrimony, whether by publishing the Banns in
churches, or by License, being different in the several States and Provinces,
every Minister is left to the direction of those laws, in every thing that regards
the civil contract between the parties.

Y And when the Banns are published, it shall be in the following form: I
publish the Banns of Marriage between N.of ___, and N. of ___. If any of you
know cause, or just impediment, why these two persons should not be joined
together in holy Matrimony, you are to declare it. This is the first (second or
third) time of asking.
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The Thanksgiving of Women
after Child-birth

Commonly called the Churching of Women

Y This Service, or the concluding Prayer alone, as it stands among the
Occasional Prayers and Thanksgivings, may be used at the discretion of
the Minister.

Y The Woman, at the usual time after her delivery, shall come into the
church appropriately dressed, and there, shall kneel down in some
convenient place, as has been accustomed, or as the Ordinary shall direct.

9 The Minister shall then say unto her,

9 After which he shall say the Antiphon following, and then, according to
his discretion, one of the Penitential Psalms.

9 Then shall the sick person be moved to make a special confession of his
sins, if he feel his conscience troubled with any matter; after which
confession, on evidence of his repentance, the Minister shall assure him of
God’s mercy and forgiveness.

9 Then the Minister shall say,

Let us pray.

MOST merciful God, Who, according to the multitude of
Your mercies, so puts away the sins of those who truly
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repent, that You remember them no more; Open Your eye of
mercy upon this Your servant, who most earnestly desires pardon
and forgiveness. Renew in him, most loving Father, whatsoever
has been decayed by the fraud and malice of the devil, or by his
own carnal will and frailness; preserve and continue this sick
member in the unity of the Church; consider his contrition, accept
his tears, assuage his pain, as shall seem to You most expedient
for him. And forasmuch as he puts his full trust only in Your
mercy, impute not unto him his former sins, but strengthen him
with Your blessed Spirit; and, when You are pleased to take him
from here, take him unto Your favour; through the merits of Your
most dearly beloved Son, Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

9 When any sick person shall in humble faith desire the ministry of healing
through Anointing or Laying on of Hands, the Minister may use such
portion of the foregoing Office as he shall think fit, and the following.

indwelling power, the distress of this Your servant; release
him from sin, and drive away all pain of soul and body, that
being restored to soundness of health, he may offer You praise
and thanksgiving; Who lives and reigns with the Father and the
Holy Spirit, one God, world without end. Amen.
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ANOINT You with oil (or I lay my hand upon You), In the

Name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit;
begging the mercy of our Lord Jesus Christ, that all Your pain
and sickness of body being put to flight, the blessing of health
may be restored unto You. Amen.

Y The Minister is ordered, from time to time, to advise the people, while
they are in health, to make Wills arranging for the disposal of their
temporal goods, and, when of ability, to leave Bequests for religious and
charitable uses.
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9 Forasmuch as all mortal men are subject to many sudden perils, diseases, and
sicknesses, and ever uncertain what time they shall depart out of this life;
therefore, to the intent they may be always in readiness to die, whensoever it
shall please Almighty God to call them, the Ministers shall diligently from
time to time, but especially in the time of pestilence, or other infectious
sickness, exhort their parishioners to the often receiving of the Holy
Communion of the Body and Blood of our Saviour Christ, when it shall be
publicly administered in the church; that so doing, they may, in case of
sudden visitation, have the less cause to be disquieted for lack of the same.
But if the sick person be not able to come to the church, and yet is desirous to
receive the Communion in his house; then he must give timely notice to the
Minister, signifying also how many there are to communicate with him; and
all things necessary being prepared, the Minister shall there celebrate the Holy
Communion, beginning with the Collect, Epistle, and Gospel, here following.

The Collect

LMIGHTY, everliving God, Maker of mankind, Who does

correct those whom You do love, and chastise every one
whom You do receive; We beg You to have mercy upon this
Your servant visited with Your hand, and to grant that he may
take his sickness patiently, and recover his bodily health, if it be
Your gracious will; and that, whensoever his soul shall depart
from the body, it may be without spot presented unto You;
through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

The Epistle. Hebrews 12:5, 6

Y son, do not despise the chastening of the LORD, Nor be

discouraged when you are rebuked by Him; For whom the
Lord loves He chastens, and scourges every son whom He
receives.

9 After which the Minister shall proceed according to the form before
prescribed for the Holy Communion, beginning at these words, You who do
truly, etc.

9 At the time of the distribution of the holy Sacrament, the Minister shall first
receive the Communion himself, and after minister unto those who are
appointed to communicate with the sick, and last of all to the sick person.

9 When circumstances render it expedient to shorten the Service, the following
form shall suffice: The Confession and the Absolution; Lift up your hearts,
etc., through the Sanctus; The Prayer of Consecration, ending with these
words, partakers of his most blessed Body and Blood; The Prayer of
Humble Access; The Communion; The Lord’s Prayer; The Blessing. And
note, That for the Confession and Absolution the following may be used.
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The Confession

O ALMIGHTY Father, Lord of heaven and earth, we confess
that we have sinned against You in thought, word, and deed.
Have mercy upon us, O God, after Your great goodness;
according to the multitude of Your mercies, do away our offences
and cleanse us from our sins; for Jesus Christ’s sake. Amen.

The Absolution

HE Almighty and merciful Lord grant you Absolution and
Remission of all your sins, true repentance, amendment of
life, and the grace and consolation of His Holy Spirit. Amen.

Y But if a man, either by reason of extremity of sickness, or for want of
warning in due time to the Minister, or by any other just impediment, do
not receive the Sacrament of Christ’s Body and Blood, the Minister shall
instruct him, that if he do truly repent him of his sins, and steadfastly
believe that Jesus Christ has suffered death upon the Cross for him, and
shed his Blood for his redemption, earnestly remembering the benefits he
has thereby, and giving him hearty thanks therefore, he does eat and drink
the Body and Blood of our Saviour Christ profitably to his soul’s health,
although he does not receive the Sacrament with his mouth.

9 This Office may be used with aged and bed-ridden persons, or such as are
not able to attend the public Ministration in church, substituting the
Collect, Epistle, and Gospel for the Day, for those appointed above.
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Burial of the Dead

9 Here is to be noted, That this Office is appropriate to be used only for the
faithful departed in Christ, provided that in any other case the Minister
may, at his discretion, use such part of this Office, or such devotions taken
from other parts of this Book, as may be fitting.

9 The Minister, meeting the Body and going before it, either into the church,
or towards the grave, shall say or sing one or more of the following
Sentences.

He who
believes in Me, though he may die, he shall live. And whoever
lives and believes in Me shall never die.” St. John 11:25,26

For I know that my Redeemer lives, And He shall stand at last
on the earth; And after my skin is destroyed, this I know, That in
my flesh I shall see God, Whom I shall see for myself, And my
eyes shall behold, and not another.

9 After they are come into the church may be sung a Hymn. Then shall be
said one or more of the following selections, taken from the Psalms. The
Gloria Patri may be omitted except at the end of the whole portion or
selection from the Psalter.
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Dominus illuminatio. from Psalm 27

But the Minister, at his discretion, may select other
suitable portions of Scripture (Isaiah 25:6-9; Isaiah 61:1-3; Lamentations 3:22-26,
31-33; Job 19:21-27a).
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From 1 Corinthians 15

OW Christ is risen from the dead, and has become the

firstfruits of those who have fallen asleep. For since by man
came death, by Man also came the resurrection of the dead. For
as in Adam all die, even so in Christ all shall be made alive. But
each one in his own order: Christ the firstfruits, afterward those
who are Christ’s at His coming. Then comes the end, when He
delivers the kingdom to God the Father, when He puts an end to
all rule and all authority and power. For He must reign till He has
put all enemies under His feet. The last enemy that will be
destroyed is death. For “He has put all things under His feet.” But
when He says “all things are put under Him,” it is evident that He
who put all things under Him is excepted. Now when all things
are made subject to Him, then the Son Himself will also be
subject to Him who put all things under Him, that God may be all
in all.

But someone will say, “How are the dead raised up? And with
what body do they come?” Foolish one, what you sow is not
made alive unless it dies. And what you sow, you do not sow that
body that shall be, but mere grain—perhaps wheat or some other
grain. But God gives it a body as He pleases, and to each seed its
own body. So also is the resurrection of the dead. The body is
sown in corruption, it is raised in incorruption. It is sown in
dishonour, it is raised in glory. It is sown in weakness, it is raised
in power. It is sown a natural body, it is raised a spiritual body.
There is a natural body, and there is a spiritual body. And so it is
written, “The first man Adam became a living being.” The last
Adam became a life-giving spirit. However, the spiritual is not
first, but the natural, and afterward the spiritual. The first man
was of the earth, made of dust; the second Man is the Lord from
heaven. As was the man of dust, so also are those who are made
of dust; and as is the heavenly Man, so also are those who are
heavenly. And as we have borne the image of the man of dust, we
shall also bear the image of the heavenly Man.

Now this I say, brethren, that flesh and blood cannot inherit
the kingdom of God; nor does corruption inherit incorruption.
Behold, I tell you a mystery: We shall not all sleep, but we shall
all be changed—in a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the
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last trumpet. For the trumpet will sound, and the dead will be
raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed. For this corruptible
must put on incorruption, and this mortal must put on
immortality. So when this corruptible has put on incorruption,
and this mortal has put on immortality, then shall be brought to
pass the saying that is written: “Death is swallowed up in
victory.” “O Death, where is your sting? O Hades, where is your
victory?” The sting of death is sin, and the strength of sin is the
law. But thanks be to God, Who gives us the victory through our
Lord Jesus Christ. Therefore, my beloved brethren, be steadfast,
immovable, always abounding in the work of the Lord, knowing
that your labour is not in vain in the Lord.

Y Or this.

From Romans 8§

HERE is therefore now no condemnation to those who are in

Christ Jesus, who do not walk according to the flesh, but
according to the Spirit. For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ
Jesus has made me free from the law of sin and death.

For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, these are sons of
God. For you did not receive the spirit of bondage again to fear,
but you received the Spirit of adoption by whom we cry out,
“Abba, Father.” The Spirit Himself bears witness with our spirit
that we are children of God, and if children, then heirs—heirs of
God and joint heirs with Christ, if indeed we suffer with Him,
that we may also be glorified together. For I consider that the
sufferings of this present time are not worthy to be compared
with the glory which shall be revealed in us.

And we know that all things work together for good to those
who love God, to those who are the called according to His
purpose. For whom He foreknew, He also predestined to be
conformed to the image of His Son, that He might be the
firstborn among many brethren. Moreover whom He predestined,
these He also called; whom He called, these He also justified; and
whom He justified, these He also glorified.

What then shall we say to these things? If God is for us, who
can be against us? Who shall separate us from the love of Christ?
Shall tribulation, or distress, or persecution, or famine, or
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nakedness, or peril, or sword? Yet in all these things we are more
than conquerors through Him who loved us.

For I am persuaded that neither death nor life, nor angels nor
principalities nor powers, nor things present nor things to come,
nor height nor depth, nor any other created thing, shall be able to
separate us from the love of God which is in Christ Jesus our
Lord.

Y Or this.

From St. John 14

ESUS said, “Let not your heart be troubled; you believe in

God, believe also in Me. In My Father’s house are many
mansions; if it were not so, I would have told you. I go to prepare
a place for you. And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will
come again and receive you to Myself; that where I am, there you
may be also. And where I go you know, and the way you know.”
Thomas said to Him, “Lord, we do not know where You are
going, and how can we know the way?” Jesus said to him, “I am
the way, the truth, and the life. No one comes to the Father except
through Me.”

FOR THE BURIAL OF A CHILD

From St. Matthew 18

T that time the disciples came to Jesus, saying, “Who then is

greatest in the kingdom of heaven?” Then Jesus called a
little child to Him, set him in the midst of them, and said,
“Assuredly, I say to you, unless you are converted and become as
little children, you will by no means enter the kingdom of
heaven.

“Therefore whoever humbles himself as this little child is the
greatest in the kingdom of heaven. Whoever receives one little
child like this in My name receives Me. Whoever causes one of
these little ones who believe in Me to sin, it would be better for
him if a millstone were hung around his neck, and he were
drowned in the depth of the sea.
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“Take heed that you do not despise one of these little ones, for
I say to you that in heaven their angels always see the face of My
Father who is in heaven.”

Y Here may be sung a Hymn or an Anthem; and, at the discretion of the Minister,
here may be also the Creed and a Sermon; then, the Prayers following, the
Minister first pronouncing,

9 Then, all kneeling, shall be said the Lord’s Prayer, and one or more of the Prayers
following.

corruptible bodies of those who sleep in Him shall be changed,
and made like His Own glorious body; according to the mighty
working whereby He is able to subdue all things unto himself.

Y When this Office is used at Sea, for the words, commit his body to the ground;
earth to earth, ashes to ashes, dust to dust; substitute, commit his body to the deep.

9 Then shall be said or sung,

HEARD a voice from heaven, saying unto me, Write, From
henceforth blessed are the dead who die in the Lord: even so
saith the Spirit; for they rest from their labours.

9 Or, at the burial of a child, the Minister may say,

ESUS called them unto Him and said, Let the little children
come unto Me, and forbid them not: for of such is the kingdom
of God.

Y Then the Minister shall say,

The Lord be with you.

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Minister.  Let us pray.

Being the Form and Manner of
Making, Ordaining, and Consecrating

Bishops, Presbyters, and Deacons
According to the
Order of the Reformed Episcopal Church

THE PREFACE

T is evident unto all men, diligently reading Holy Scripture and ancient

Authors, that from the Apostles’ time there have been these Orders of
Ministers in Christ’s Church; Bishops, Presbyters, and Deacons. Which
Offices were evermore had in such reverend estimation, that no man might
presume to execute any of them, except he were first called, tried, examined,
and known to have such qualities as are requisite for the same; and also by
public prayer, with imposition of hands, were approved and admitted thereunto
by lawful Authority. And therefore, to the intent that these Orders may be
continued, and reverently used and esteemed in this Church, no man shall be
accounted or taken to be a lawful Bishop, Presbyter, or Deacon in this Church,
or suffered to execute any of the said functions, except he be called, tried,
examined, and admitted thereunto, according to the Form hereafter following,
or has had formerly Episcopal Consecration or Ordination.

And the Bishop, knowing either by himself, or by sufficient testimony, any
person to be a man of virtuous conversation, and without crime; and, after
examination and trial, finding him sufficiently instructed in the Holy Scripture,
and otherwise learned as the Canons require, may, at the times appointed, or
else, on urgent occasion, upon some other day, in the face of the Church, admit
him a Deacon, in such manner and form as follows.






The Form and Manner of
Making Deacons

9 When the day appointed by the Bishop is come, there shall be a Sermon or
Exhortation, declaring the duty and Office of such as come to be admitted
Deacons; how necessary that Order is in the Church of Christ, and also,
how the people ought to esteem them in their Office.

9 Then, the people standing, a Presbyter shall present unto the Bishop,
sitting in his chair near to the holy Table, such as desire to be ordained

Deacons, each of them being properly vested, saying,

EVEREND Father in God, I present unto you these persons
present, to be admitted Deacons.

9 The Bishop.

AKE heed that the persons, whom you present unto us, be

apt and meet, for their learning and godly conversation, to
exercise their Ministry duly, to the honour of God and the
edifying of His Church.

9 The Presbyter shall answer,

HAVE inquired concerning them, and also examined them,
and think them so to be.

9 Then the Bishop shall say unto the people,

RETHREN, if there be any of you who knows any

impediment, or notable crime, in any of these persons
presented to be ordered Deacons, for the which he ought not to
be admitted to that Office, let him come forth in the Name of
God, and show what the crime or impediment is.

9 And if any great crime or impediment be objected, the Bishop shall cease

from Ordering that person, until such time as the party accused shall be
found clear of that crime.
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9 Then the Bishop (commending such as shall be found meet to be ordained,
to the prayers of the congregation) shall, with the Clergy and people
present, say the Litany.

9 And note, That after the Suffrage, That it may please You to illuminate all
Bishops, etc., shall be said the following Suffrage.

HAT it may please You to bless these Your servants, now to

be admitted to the Order of Deacons, and to pour Your grace
upon them; that they may duly execute their Office, to the
edifying of Your Church, and to the glory of Your holy Name.

Y And note further, That in the discretion of the Bishop, instead of the
Litany appointed, may be said the Litany for Ordinations.

Y Then shall be said the Service for the Communion, with the Collect,
Epistle, and Gospel, as follows.

The Collect

LMIGHTY God, Who by Your divine providence has

appointed diverse Orders of Ministers in Your Church, and
did inspire Your Apostles to choose into the Order of Deacons
the first Martyr Saint Stephen, with others; Mercifully behold
these Your servants now called to the like Office and
Administration: so replenish them with the truth of Your doctrine,
and adorn them with innocency of life, that, both by word and
good example, they may faithfully serve You in this Office, to the
glory of Your Name, and the edification of Your Church; through
the merits of our Saviour Jesus Christ, Who lives and reigns with
You and the Holy Spirit, now and for ever. Amen.

The Epistle. 1 Timothy 3:8-13

IKEWISE deacons must be reverent, not double-tongued, not

given to much wine, not greedy for money, holding the
mystery of the faith with a pure conscience. But let these also
first be tested; then let them serve as deacons, being found
blameless. Likewise, their wives must be reverent, not slanderers,
temperate, faithful in all things. Let deacons be the husbands of
one wife, ruling their children and their own houses well.

9 Then, the people being seated, the Bishop seated in his chair shall examine
every one of those who are to be Ordered, standing before the Bishop, in
the presence of the people, after this manner following.

O you trust that you are inwardly moved by the Holy Spirit

to take upon you this Office and Ministration, to serve God
for the promoting of His glory, and the edifying of His people?
Answer. I trust so.

It appertains to the Office of a Deacon, in the church
where he shall be appointed to serve, to assist the
Presbyter in Divine Service, and specially when he
ministers the Holy Communion, and to help him in
the distribution thereof; and to read Holy Scriptures
and Homilies in the church; and to instruct the youth
in the Catechism; in the absence of the Presbyter to
baptize infants; and to preach, if he be admitted
thereto by the Bishop. And furthermore, it is his
Office, where provision is so made, to search for the
sick, poor, and impotent people of the parish, that
they may be relieved with the alms of the
parishioners, or others. Will you do this gladly and
willingly?

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9 Then, the people standing, the Bishop shall lay his hands severally upon
the head of every one to be made Deacon, humbly kneeling before the
Bishop, and shall say,

AKE the Authority to execute the Office of a Deacon in the
Church of God committed unto you; In the Name of the
Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit. Amen.

9 Then shall the Bishop deliver to every one of them the Bible, saying,

AKE the Authority to read the Gospel in the Church of God,
and to preach the same, if you be thereto licensed by the
Bishop himself.

g If the Deacons are to be vested, each one, with a stole, the following words
shall be said by the Bishop immediately after the presentation of the
Bible, Receive and wear this stole, as a sign and symbol of the yoke of
Christ, and be a faithful servant and Deacon in the Household of God._

9 Then one of them, appointed by the Bishop, shall read the Gospel.

The Gospel. St. Luke 12:35-38

ET your waist be girded and your lamps burning; and you

yourselves be like men who wait for their master, when he
will return from the wedding, that when he comes and knocks
they may open to him immediately. Blessed are those servants
whom the master, when he comes, will find watching. Assuredly,
I say to you that he will gird himself and have them sit down to
eat, and will come and serve them. And if he should come in the
second watch, or come in the third watch, and find them so,
blessed are those servants.

Y Then shall the Bishop proceed in the Communion; and all who are
Ordered shall remain, and receive the Holy Communion the same day,
with the Bishop.

9 The Communion ended, after the last Collect, and immediately before the
Benediction, shall be said this Collect

LMIGHTY God, Giver of all good things, Who of Your
great goodness has guaranteed to accept and take these Your
servants unto the Office of Deacons in Your Church; Make them,
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we beg You, O Lord, to be modest, humble, and constant in their
Ministration, to have a ready will to observe all spiritual
discipline; that they, having always the testimony of a good
conscience, and continuing ever stable and strong in Your Son
Christ, may so well behave themselves in this inferior Office, that
they may be found worthy to be called unto the higher Ministries
in Your Church; through the same Your Son our Saviour Jesus
Christ, to Whom be glory and honour, world without end. Amen.

HE peace of God, which passes all understanding, keep your

hearts and minds in the knowledge and love of God, and of
His Son Jesus Christ our Lord: And the blessing of God
Almighty, the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit, be among
you, and remain with you always.

The Epistle. Ephesians 4:7-13

But to each one of us grace was given according to the
measure of Christ’s gift. Therefore He says: “When He
ascended on high, He led captivity captive, And gave gifts to
men.” (Now this, “He ascended” —what does it mean but that He
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also first descended into the lower parts of the earth? He who
descended is also the One who ascended far above all the
heavens, that He might fill all things.) And He Himself gave
some to be apostles, some prophets, some evangelists, and some
pastors and teachers, for the equipping of the saints for the work
of ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ, till we all
come to the unity of the faith and of the knowledge of the Son of
God, to a perfect man, to the measure of the stature of the
fullness of Christ.

To him the doorkeeper opens, and the
sheep hear his voice; and he calls his own sheep by name and
leads them out. And when he brings out his own sheep, he goes
before them; and the sheep follow him, for they know his voice.
Yet they will by no means follow a stranger, but will flee from
him, for they do not know the voice of strangers.” Jesus used this
illustration, but they did not understand the things which He
spoke to them.

Then Jesus said to them again, “Most assuredly, I say to you, I
am the door of the sheep. All who ever came before Me are
thieves and robbers, but the sheep did not hear them. I am the
door. If anyone enters by Me, he will be saved, and will go in and
out and find pasture.

But a hireling, he who is not the shepherd, one who
does not own the sheep, sees the wolf coming and leaves the
sheep and flees; and the wolf catches the sheep and scatters them.
The hireling flees because he is a hireling and does not care about
the sheep. I am the good shepherd; and I know My sheep, and am
known by My own. As the Father knows Me, even so I know the
Father; and I lay down My life for the sheep. And other sheep I
have which are not of this fold; them also I must bring, and they
will hear My voice; and there will be one flock and one
shepherd.”

9 Then, the people being seated, the Bishop shall say unto those who are to
be ordained Presbyters as follows.

OU have heard, Brethren, as well in your private

examination, as in the exhortation which was now made to
you, and in the holy Lessons taken out of the Gospel, and the
writings of the Apostles, of what dignity, and of how great
importance this Office is, whereunto you are called. And now
again we exhort you, in the Name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that
you have in remembrance, into how high a dignity, and to how
weighty an Office and charge you are called: that is to say, to be
messengers, watchmen, and stewards of the Lord; to teach, and to
premonish, to feed and provide for the Lord’s family; to seek for
Christ’s sheep that are dispersed abroad, and for His children
who are in the midst of this sinful world, that they may be saved
through Christ for ever.

Have always therefore printed in your remembrance, how
great a treasure is committed to your charge. For they are the
sheep of Christ, which He bought with His death, and for whom
He shed His blood. The Church and congregation whom you
must serve, i1s His Spouse, and His Body. And if it shall happen
that the same Church, or any member thereof, do take any hurt or
hindrance by reason of your negligence, you know the greatness
of the fault, and also the horrible punishment that will ensue.
Wherefore consider with yourselves the end of the Ministry
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towards the children of God, towards the Spouse and Body of
Christ; and see that you never cease your labour, your care and
diligence, until you have done all that lies in you, according to
your bounden duty, to bring all such as are or shall be committed
to your charge, unto that agreement in the faith and knowledge of
God, and to that ripeness and perfectness of age in Christ, that
there be no place left among you, either for error in religion, or
for viciousness in life.

Forasmuch then as your Office is both of so great excellency,
and of so great difficulty, you see with how great care and study
you ought to apply yourselves, as well to show yourselves dutiful
and thankful unto that Lord, who has placed you in so high a
dignity; as also to beware that neither you yourselves offend, nor
be occasion that others offend. However, you cannot have a mind
and will thereto of yourselves; for that will and ability is given of
God alone: therefore you ought, and have need, to pray earnestly
for His Holy Spirit. And seeing that you cannot by any other
means compass the doing of so weighty a work, pertaining to the
salvation of man, but with doctrine and exhortation taken out of
the Holy Scriptures, and with a life agreeable to the same;
consider how studious you ought to be in reading and learning
the Scriptures, and in framing the manners both of yourselves,
and of those who specially pertain unto you, according to the rule
of the same Scriptures; and for this self-same cause, how you
ought to forsake and set aside, as much as you may, all worldly
cares and studies.

We have good hope that you have well weighed these things
with yourselves, long before this time; and that you have clearly
determined, by God’s grace, to give yourselves wholly to this
Office, whereunto it has pleased God to call you: so that, as much
as lies in you, you will apply yourselves wholly to this one thing,
and draw all your cares and studies this way; and that you will
continually pray to God the Father, by the mediation of our only
Saviour Jesus Christ, for the heavenly assistance of the Holy
Spirit; that, by daily reading and weighing the Scriptures, you
may become riper and stronger in your Ministry; and that you
may so endeavour yourselves, from time to time, to sanctify the
lives of you and yours, and to fashion them after the Rule and
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Doctrine of Christ, that you may be wholesome and godly
examples and patterns for the people to follow.

And now, that this present congregation of Christ may also
understand your minds and wills in these things, and that this
your promise may the more move you to do your duties; you
shall answer plainly to these things, which we, in the Name of
God, and of His Church, shall demand of you touching the same.

O you think in your heart, that you are truly called,
according to the will of our Lord Jesus Christ, and according
to the Canons of this Church, to the Order and Ministry of
Presbyter?
Answer. I think it.

Bishop. Are you persuaded that the Holy Scriptures contain
all Doctrine required as necessary for eternal
salvation through faith in Jesus Christ? And are you
determined, out of the said Scriptures to instruct the
people committed to your charge; and to teach
nothing, as necessary to eternal salvation, but that
which you shall be persuaded may be concluded and
proved by the Scripture?

Answer. I am so persuaded, and have so determined, by
God’s grace.

Bishop. Will you then give your faithful diligence always so
to minister the Doctrine and Sacraments, and the
Discipline of Christ, as the Lord has commanded,
and as this Church has received the same, according
to the Commandments of God; so that you may
teach the people committed to your cure and charge
with all diligence to keep and observe the same?

Answer. I will so do, by the help of the Lord.

Bishop. Will you be ready, with all faithful diligence, to
banish and drive away from the Church all
erroneous and strange doctrines contrary to God’s
Word; and to use both public and private monitions
and exhortations, as well to the sick as to the whole,
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within your cures, as need shall require, and
occasion shall be given?
I will, the Lord being my helper.

Will you be diligent in Prayers, and in reading the
Holy Scriptures, and in such studies as help to the
knowledge of the same, laying aside the study of the
world and the flesh?

I will endeavour so to do, the Lord being my helper.

Will you be diligent to frame and fashion your own
selves, and your families, according to the Doctrine
of Christ; and to make both yourselves and them, as
much is in you lies, wholesome examples and
patterns to the flock of Christ?

I will apply myself thereto, the Lord being my
helper.

Will you maintain and set forwards, as much as lies
in you, quietness, peace, and love, among all
Christian people, and especially among those who
are or shall be committed to your charge?

I will so do, the Lord being my helper.

Will you reverently obey your Bishop, and other
chief Ministers, who may have the charge and
government over you; following with a glad mind
and will their godly admonitions, and submitting
yourselves to their godly judgements?
I will so do, the Lord being my helper.

9 Then, all standing, shall the Bishop say,

LMIGHTY God, Who has given you this will to do all these

things; Grant also unto you strength and power to perform
the same, that He may accomplish His work which He has begun
in you; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.
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9 After this, the congregation, still standing, shall be desired, secretly in their
prayers, to make their humble supplications to God for all these things; for
the which prayers there shall be silence kept for a space.

9 After which, the persons to be ordained Presbyters kneeling, and all others
standing, the Bishop shall sing or say the Veni, Creator Spiritus; the
Bishop beginning, and the Presbyters, and others who are present,
answering by verses, as follows.

Veni, Creator Spiritus

OME, Holy Ghost, our souls inspire,
And lighten with celestial fire.
Thou the anointing Spirit art,
Who dost thy seven-fold gifts impart.

Thy blessed unction from above,

Is comfort, life, and fire of love.
Enable with perpetual light

The dullness of our blinded sight.

Anoint and cheer our soiléd face
With the abundance of thy grace.
Keep far our foes, give peace at home;
Where thou art guide, no ill can come.

Teach us to know the Father, Son,
And thee, of both, to be but One;

That, through the ages all along,
This may be our endless song:
Praise to thy eternal merit,
Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.

9 That done, the Bishop shall pray in this wise, and say,
Let us pray.

LMIGHTY God, and heavenly Father, Who, of Your
infinite love and goodness towards us, has given to us Your
only and most dearly beloved Son Jesus Christ, to be our
Redeemer, and the Author of everlasting life; Who, after He had
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made perfect our redemption by His death, and was ascended into
heaven, sent abroad into the world His Apostles, Prophets,
Evangelists, Doctors, and Pastors; by whose labour and ministry
He gathered together a great flock in all the parts of the world, to
set forth the eternal praise of Your holy Name: For these so great
benefits of Your eternal goodness, and for that You have
guaranteed to call these Your servants here present to the same
Office and Ministry, appointed for the salvation of mankind, we
render unto You most hearty thanks, we praise and worship You;
and we humbly beg You, by the same Your blessed Son, to grant
unto all, which either here or elsewhere call upon Your holy
Name, that we may continue to show ourselves thankful unto
You for these and all Your other benefits; and that we may daily
increase and go forwards in the knowledge and faith of You and
Your Son, by the Holy Spirit. So that as well by these Your
Ministers, as by them over whom they shall be appointed Your
Ministers, Your holy Name may be for ever glorified, and Your
blessed kingdom enlarged; through the same Your Son Jesus
Christ our Lord, who lives and reigns with You in the unity of the
same Holy Spirit, world without end. Amen.

9 When this Prayer is done, the Bishop with the Presbyters present, shall lay
their hands severally upon the head of every one that is to receive the
Order of Presbyter; the Receivers humbly kneeling, and the Bishop
saying,

ECEIVE the Holy Spirit for the Office and Work of a

Presbyter in the Church of God, now committed unto you by
the Imposition of our hands. Whose sins you forgive, they are
forgiven; and whose sins you retain, they are retained. And be a
faithful dispenser of the Word of God, and of His holy
Sacraments; In the Name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the
Holy Spirit. Amen.

9 Or this.

AKE the Authority to execute the Office of a Presbyter in the
Church of God, now committed to you by the Imposition of
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our hands. And be a faithful dispenser of the Word of God, and
of His holy Sacraments; In the Name of the Father, and of the
Son, and of the Holy Spirit. Amen.

9 Then the Bishop shall deliver to every one of them kneeling, the Bible into
his hand, saying,

AKE the Authority to preach the Word of God, and to
minister the holy Sacraments in the congregation, where you
shall be lawfully appointed.

9 When this is done, the Nicene Creed shall be said, and the Bishop shall go
on in the Service of the Communion, which all they who receive Orders
shall take together, and remain in the same place where hands were laid
upon them, until such time as they have received the Communion.

9 The Communion being done, after the last Collect, and immediately before
the Benediction, shall be said this Collect.

OST merciful Father, we beg You to send upon these Your

servants Your heavenly blessing; that they may be clothed
with righteousness, and that Your Word spoken by their mouths
may have such success, that it may never be spoken in vain.
Grant also, that we may have grace to hear and receive what they
shall deliver out of Your most holy Word, or agreeable to the
same, as the means of our salvation; that in all our words and
deeds we may seek Your glory, and the increase of Your
kingdom; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

HE peace of God, which passes all understanding, keep your

hearts and minds in the knowledge and love of God, and of
his Son Jesus Christ our Lord: And the blessing of God
Almighty, the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit, be among
you, and remain with you always. Amen.

9 And if, on the same day, the Order of Deacons be given to some, and the
Order of Presbyters to others; the Deacons shall be first presented, and
then the Presbyters; and it shall suffice that the Litany be once said for
both. The Epistle shall be Ephesians 4:7-13, as before in this Office.
Immediately after which, those who are to be made Deacons, shall be
examined and ordained, as is above prescribed. Then one of them having
read the Gospel, (which shall be either Saint Matthew 9:36-38, as before
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in this Office; or else Saint Luke 12:35-38, as before in the Form for the
Ordering of Deacons,) those who are to be made Presbyters shall likewise
be examined and ordained, as is in this Office before appointed. The
Collect shall be as follows.

The Collect

LMIGHTY God, Giver of all good things, who by Your

Holy Spirit hast appointed diverse Orders of Ministers in
Your Church; Mercifully behold these Your servants now called
to the Office of Deacon and these Your servants now called to
the Office of Presbyter; and so replenish them with the truth of
Your Doctrine, and adorn them with innocency of life, that, both
by word and good example, they may faithfully serve You in
their Ministry, to the glory of Your Name, and the edification of
Your Church; through the merits of our Saviour Jesus Christ,
who lives and reigns with You and the same Holy Spirit, world
without end. Amen.
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Y When all things are duly prepared in the church, and set in order, the
Presiding Bishop, or some other Bishop appointed by the Bishops present,
shall begin the Communion Service, in which this shall be the Collect.

The Collect

LMIGHTY God, Who by Your Son Jesus Christ did give to

Your holy Apostles many excellent gifts, and did charge
them to feed Your flock; Give grace, we beg You, to all Bishops,
the Pastors of Your Church, that they may diligently preach Your
Word, and duly administer the godly Discipline thereof; and
grant to the people, that they may obediently follow the same;
that all may receive the crown of everlasting glory; through the
same Your Son Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

9 And then shall be read the Epistle.

The Epistle. 1 Timothy 3:1-7

HIS is a faithful saying: If a man desires the position of a
bishop, he desires a good work. A bishop then must be

blameless, the husband of one wife, temperate, sober-
minded, of good behaviour, hospitable, able to teach; not given to
wine, not violent, not greedy for money, but gentle, not
quarrelsome, not covetous; one who rules his own house well,
having his children in submission with all reverence (for if a man
does not know how to rule his own house, how will he take care
of the church of God?); not a novice, lest being puffed up with
pride he fall into the same condemnation as the devil. Moreover
he must have a good testimony among those who are outside, lest
he fall into reproach and the snare of the devil.

9 Or this.
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For the Epistle. Acts 20:17-35

ROM Miletus Paul sent to Ephesus and called for the elders

of the church. And when they had come to him, he said to
them: “You know, from the first day that I came to Asia, in what
manner [ always lived among you, serving the Lord with all
humility, with many tears and trials which happened to me by the
plotting of the Jews; how I kept back nothing that was helpful,
but proclaimed it to you, and taught you publicly and from house
to house, testifying to Jews, and also to Greeks, repentance
toward God and faith toward our Lord Jesus Christ. And see, now
I go bound in the spirit to Jerusalem, not knowing the things that
will happen to me there, except that the Holy Spirit testifies in
every city, saying that chains and tribulations await me. But none
of these things move me; nor do I count my life dear to myself,
so that I may finish my race with joy, and the ministry which I
received from the Lord Jesus, to testify to the gospel of the grace
of God. And indeed, now I know that you all, among whom I
have gone preaching the kingdom of God, will see my face no
more. Therefore I testify to you this day that I am innocent of the
blood of all men. For I have not shunned to declare to you the
whole counsel of God. Therefore take heed to yourselves and to
all the flock, among which the Holy Spirit has made you
overseers, to shepherd the church of God which He purchased
with His own blood. For I know this, that after my departure
savage wolves will come in among you, not sparing the flock.
Also from among yourselves men will rise up, speaking perverse
things, to draw away the disciples after themselves. Therefore
watch, and remember that for three years I did not cease to warn
everyone night and day with tears. So now, brethren, I commend
you to God and to the word of His grace, which is able to build
you up and give you an inheritance among all those who are
sanctified. I have coveted no one’s silver or gold or apparel. Yes,
you yourselves know that these hands have provided for my
necessities, and for those who were with me. I have shown you in
every way, by labouring like this, that you must support the
weak. And remember the words of the Lord Jesus, that He said,
‘It is more blessed to give than to receive.””

9 Then shall be read the Gospel.

The Gospel. St. John 21:15-17

ESUS said to Simon Peter, “Simon, son of Jonah, do you love

Me more than these?” He said to Him, “Yes, Lord; You know
that I love You.” He said to him, “Feed My lambs.” He said to
him again a second time, “Simon, son of Jonah, do you love
Me?” He said to Him, “Yes, Lord; You know that I love You.”
He said to him, “Tend My sheep.” He said to him the third time,
“Simon, son of Jonah, do you love Me?” Peter was grieved
because He said to him the third time, “Do you love Me?” And
he said to Him, “Lord, You know all things; You know that I
love You.” Jesus said to him, “Feed My sheep.”

9 Or this.

The Gospel. St. John 20:19-23

HEN, the same day at evening, being the first day of the

week, when the doors were shut where the disciples were
assembled, for fear of the Jews, Jesus came and stood in the
midst, and said to them, “Peace be with you.” When He had said
this, He showed them His hands and His side. Then the disciples
were glad when they saw the Lord. So Jesus said to them again,
“Peace to you! As the Father has sent Me, I also send you.” And
when He had said this, He breathed on them, and said to them,
“Receive the Holy Spirit. If you forgive the sins of any, they are
forgiven them; if you retain the sins of any, they are retained.”

Y Or this.

The Gospel. St. Matthew 28:18-20

ND Jesus came and spoke to them, saying, “All authority

has been given to Me in heaven and on earth. Go therefore
and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name
of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them
to observe all things that I have commanded you; and lo, I am
with you always, even to the end of the age.”
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9 Then shall follow the Nicene Creed, and after that the Sermon; which
being ended, the Elected Bishop, vested with his Rochet, shall be
presented by two Bishops of this Church unto the Presiding Bishop, or to
the Bishop appointed, sitting in his chair near the holy Table; the Bishops
who present him saying,

EVEREND Father in God, we present unto you this godly
and well-learned man, to be consecrated Bishop.

9 Then shall the Presiding Bishop demand Testimonials of the person
presented for Consecration, and shall cause them to be read.

9 He shall then require of him the following Promise of Conformity to the
Doctrine, Discipline, and Worship of the Reformed Episcopal Church.

N the Name of God, Amen. I, N., chosen Bishop of the

Reformed Episcopal Church in N., do promise conformity and
obedience to the Doctrine, Discipline, and Worship of the
Reformed Episcopal Church. So help me God, through Jesus
Christ.

9 Then the Presiding Bishop shall move the congregation present to pray,
saying thus to them,

RETHREN, it is written in the Gospel of Saint Luke, that

our Saviour Christ continued the whole night in prayer,
before He chose and sent forth His twelve Apostles. It is written
also, that the holy Apostles prayed before they ordained Matthias
to be of the number of the Twelve. Let us, therefore, following
the example of our Saviour Christ, and His Apostles, offer up our
prayers to Almighty God, before we admit and send forth this
person presented unto us, to the work whereunto we trust the
Holy Spirit has called him.

9 And then shall be said the Litany; save only, that after this place, That it
may please You to illuminate all Bishops, etc., the proper Suffrage shall
be

HAT it may please You to bless this our Brother elected, and
to send Your grace upon him, that he may duly execute the
Office whereunto he is called, to the edifying of Your Church,
and to the honour, praise, and glory of Your Name;
Answer. We beg You to hear us, good Lord.
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9 And note, That in the discretion of the Presiding Bishop, instead of the
Litany, may be said the Litany for Ordinations.

9 Then shall be said this Prayer following.

LMIGHTY God, Giver of all good things, Who by Your

Holy Spirit has appointed diverse Orders of Ministers in
Your Church; Mercifully behold this Your servant, now called to
the Work and Ministry of a Bishop; and so replenish him with the
truth of Your Doctrine, and adorn him with innocency of life,
that, both by word and deed, he may faithfully serve You in this
Office, to the glory of Your Name, and the edifying and well-
governing of Your Church; through the merits of our Saviour
Jesus Christ, who lives and reigns with You and the same Holy
Spirit, world without end. Amen.

9 Then, the people being seated, the Presiding Bishop, sitting in his chair,
shall say to him that is to be consecrated,

ROTHER, forasmuch as the Holy Scripture commands that

we should not be hasty in laying on hands, and admitting
any person to Office in the Church of Christ, which He has
purchased with no less price than the effusion of His own blood;
before we admit you to this Administration, we will examine you
in certain Articles, to the end that the Congregation present may
have a trial, and bear witness, how you are minded to behave
yourself in the Church of God.

RE you persuaded that you are truly called to this
Ministration, according to the will of our Lord Jesus Christ,
and the order of this Church?

Answer. I am so persuaded.

Bishop. Are you persuaded that the Holy Scriptures contain
all Doctrine required as necessary for eternal
salvation through faith in Jesus Christ? And are you
determined out of the same Holy Scriptures to
instruct the people committed to your charge; and to
teach or maintain nothing, as necessary to eternal
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salvation, but that which you shall be persuaded
may be concluded and proved by the same?
I am so persuaded, and determined, by God’s grace.

Will you then faithfully exercise yourself in the
Holy Scriptures, and call upon God by prayer for the
true understanding of the same; so that you may be
able by them to teach and exhort with wholesome
Doctrine, and to withstand and convince the
contrary minded?

I will so do, by the help of God.

Are you ready, with all faithful diligence, to banish
and drive away from the Church all erroneous and
strange doctrine contrary to God’s Word; and both
privately and openly to call upon and encourage
others to the same?

I am ready, the Lord being my helper.

Will you deny all ungodliness and worldly lusts, and
live soberly, righteously, and godly in this present
world; that you may show yourself in all things an
example of good works unto others, that the
adversary may be ashamed, having nothing to say
against you?

I will so do, the Lord being my helper.

Will you maintain and set forward, as much as shall
lie in you, quietness, love, and peace among all
men; and diligently exercise such discipline as by
the authority of God’s Word, and by the order of
this Church, is committed to you?

I will so do, by the help of God.

Will you be faithful in ordaining, sending, or laying

hands upon others?
I will so be, by the help of God.
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Bishop. Will you show yourself gentle, and be merciful for
Christ’s sake to poor and needy people, and to all
strangers destitute of help?

Answer. I will so show myself, by God’s help.

Bishop. Will you faithfully feed the flock of God, taking the
oversight thereof, not by constraint, but willingly;
not for filthy lucre, but of a ready mind; neither as
being lord over God’s heritage, but being an
example to the flock?

Answer. I will so do, the Lord being my helper.

9 Then, all standing, the Presiding Bishop shall say,

LMIGHTY God, our heavenly Father, Who has given you a

good will to do all these things; Grant also unto you strength
and power to perform the same; that, He accomplishing in you
the good work which He has begun, you may be found perfect
and irreprehensible at the latter day; through Jesus Christ our
Lord. Amen.

9 Then shall the Bishop-elect put on the rest of the Episcopal habit, and shall
kneel down; and the Veni, Creator Spiritus shall be sung or said over him;
the Presiding Bishop shall begin, and the others who are present, standing,
shall answer by verses, as follows.

Veni, Creator Spiritus

COME, Holy Ghost, our souls inspire,
And lighten with celestial fire.
Thou the anointing Spirit art,

Who dost thy seven-fold gifts impart.

Thy blessed unction from above,

Is comfort, life, and fire of love.
Enable with perpetual light

The dullness of our blinded sight.

Anoint and cheer our soiléd face
With the abundance of thy grace.
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Keep far our foes, give peace at home;
Where thou art guide, no ill can come.

Teach us to know the Father, Son,
And thee, of both, to be but One;

That, through the ages all along,
This may be our endless song:
Praise to thy eternal merit,
Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.

9 That ended, the Presiding Bishop shall say,

Lord, hear our prayer.
Answer. And let our cry come unto You.
Bishop. Let us pray.

LMIGHTY God, and most merciful Father, Who, of Your

infinite goodness, has given Your only and dearly beloved
Son Jesus Christ, to be our Redeemer, and the Author of
everlasting life; Who, after He had made perfect our redemption
by His death, and ascended into heaven, poured down His gifts
abundantly upon men, making some Apostles, some Prophets,
some Evangelists, some Pastors and Doctors, to the edifying and
making perfect His Church; Grant, we beg You, to this Your
servant, such grace, that he may evermore be ready to spread
abroad Your Gospel, the glad tidings of reconciliation with You;
and use the authority given him, not to destruction, but to
salvation; not to hurt, but to help: so that, as a wise and faithful
servant, giving to Your family their portion in due season, he
may at last be received into everlasting joy; through the same
Jesus Christ our Lord, Who, with You and the Holy Spirit, lives
and reigns, one God, world without end. Amen.

9 Then the Presiding Bishop with such other Bishops present shall lay their
hands upon the head of the Elected Bishop, kneeling before them, the
Presiding Bishop saying,

ECEIVE the Holy Spirit for the Office and Work of a
Bishop in the Church of God, now committed unto You by
the Imposition of our hands; In the Name of the Father, and of the
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Son, and of the Holy Spirit. Amen. And remember that you stir
up the grace of God, which is given you by this Imposition of our
hands; for God has not given us the spirit of fear, but of power,
and love, and soberness.

9 Then the Presiding Bishop shall deliver him the Bible, saying,

IVE heed unto reading, exhortation, and doctrine. Think

upon the things contained in this Book. Be diligent in them,
that the increase coming thereby may be manifest unto all men;
for by so doing you shall both save yourself and those who hear
you. Be to the flock of Christ a shepherd, not a wolf; feed them,
devour them not. Hold up the weak, heal the sick, bind up the
broken, bring again the outcasts, seek the lost. Be so merciful,
that you be not too remiss; so minister discipline, that you forget
not mercy; that when the Chief Shepherd shall appear, you may
receive the never-fading crown of glory; through Jesus Christ our
Lord. Amen.

9 Then the Presiding Bishop shall proceed in the Communion Service; with
whom the newly consecrated Bishop, with others, shall also communicate.

9 And immediately before the Benediction, shall be said this Prayer.

EVEREND Father in God, I present unto you this godly and
well-learned Presbyter, to be received into the Ministry of
this Church.

9 The Bishop, sitting in his chair, shall say to him that is presented,

EVEREND Brother, it has been duly certified to us that you
have been ordained to the holy Ministry in the Church, and
now desire to exercise your Ministry in this Church.

O you think in your heart, that you are truly called,
according to the will of our Lord Jesus Christ, and according
to the Canons of this Church, to the Order and Ministry of

Presbyter?
Answer. I think it.
Bishop. Are you persuaded that the Holy Scriptures contain

all Doctrine required as necessary for eternal
salvation through faith in Jesus Christ? And are you
determined, out of the said Scriptures to instruct the
people committed to your charge; and to teach
nothing, as necessary to eternal salvation, but that
which you shall be persuaded may be concluded and
proved by the Scripture?

Institution of Ministers
into Parishes and Churches

9 The Bishop having received due notice of the election of a Minister into a
parish or church, as prescribed by the Canons of the Reformed Episcopal
Church, and being satisfied that the person chosen is a qualified Minister
of this Church, may proceed to institute him into the parish.

9 The following Office may be used with the Order for the Holy
Communion, or at Morning Prayer or Evening Prayer, or separately.

Y And note, That Psalm 122, Psalm 132, or Psalm 133 may be read; and
further, That the appointed Lessons shall be Ezekiel 33:1-10 and St. John
10:1-18.

9 In any Diocese, the concluding paragraph in the following Letter of
Institution may be omitted, where it interferes with the usages, laws, or
charters of the church in the same.

To our well-beloved in Christ, N. N., Presbyter, Greeting.

E do by these presents give and grant unto you, in whose
learning, diligence, sound doctrine, and prudence, we do
fully confide, our License and Authority to perform the Office of
a Presbyter, in the parish (or church) of . And also hereby
do institute you into said parish, (or church,) possessed of full
power to perform every act of pastoral function among the people
of the same; you continuing in communion with us, and
complying with the rubrics and canons of the Church, and with
such lawful directions as you shall at any time receive from us.
And as a canonically instituted Presbyter into the Office of
Rector of parish, (or church,) you are faithfully to feed
that portion of the flock of Christ which is now entrusted to you;
not as a man-pleaser, but as continually bearing in mind that you
are accountable to us here, and to the Chief Bishop and Sovereign
Judge of all, hereafter.
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And as the Lord has ordained that they who serve at the altar
should live of the things belonging to the altar; so we authorize
you to claim and enjoy all the accustomed temporalities
appertaining to your cure, until some urgent reason or reasons
occasion a wish in you, or in the congregation committed to your
charge, to bring about a separation, and dissolution of all pastoral
relation, between you and them; of all which you will give us due
notice; and in case of any difference between you and your
congregation, as to a separation and dissolution of all pastoral
connection between you and them, we, your Bishop, with the
advice of our Presbyters, are to be the ultimate arbiter and judge.

In witness whereof, we have hereunto affixed our episcopal
seal and signature, at , this day of , A. D.

,and in the year of our consecration.

9 At the time designated for the new Incumbent’s Institution, the Bishop, or
the Institutor appointed by him, attended by the new Incumbent, and by
the other Clergy present, shall enter the Chancel. Then, all the Clergy
present standing in the Chancel or Choir, except the Bishop, or the
Presbyter who acts as Institutor, who shall go within the rails of the holy
Table; the wardens (or, in case of their necessary absence, two members
of the vestry) standing on the right and left of the Table, without the rails;
the senior warden (or the member of the vestry supplying his place)
holding the keys of the church in his hand, in open view, the Bishop, or
the Presbyter who acts as the Institutor, shall say,

EARLY beloved in the Lord, we have assembled for the

9 Here the Instituting Minister shall begin the Office, saying,

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What is the inward and spiritual grace?

A death unto sin, and a new birth unto
righteousness: for being by nature born in sin, and
the children of wrath, we are hereby made the
children of grace.

What is required of persons to be baptized?
Repentance, whereby they forsake sin; and Faith,
whereby they steadfastly believe the promises of
God made to them in that Sacrament.

Why then are Infants baptized, when by reason of
their tender age they cannot perform repentance and
faith?

Because they promise them both by their Sureties;
which promise, when they come to age, they
themselves are bound to perform.

Why was the Sacrament of the Lord’s Supper
ordained?

For the continual remembrance of the sacrifice of
the death of Christ, and of the benefits which we
receive thereby.

What is the outward part or sign of the Lord’s
Supper?

Bread and Wine, which the Lord has commanded to
be received.

What is the inward part, or thing signified?

The Body and Blood of Christ, which are spiritually
taken and received by the faithful in the Lord’s
Supper.

What are the benefits whereof we are partakers
thereby?

The strengthening and refreshing of our souls by the
Body and Blood of Christ, as our bodies are by the
Bread and Wine.
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Question.  What is required of those who come to the Lord’s
Supper?

Answer. To examine themselves, whether they repent them
truly of their former sins, steadfastly purposing to
lead a new life; to have a lively faith in God’s mercy
through Christ, with a thankful remembrance of His
death; and to be in charity with all men.
